; ) g This Sunday is dedicated to the Consecration of the Church
& and our Sunday Reading is taken from the letter to the He-
brews. The author was a very skilled writer, however the

: undertones of the letter suggest it was written around 80-
90CE when the church was becoming more and more institutionalised. Also worth
noting is that the letter to the Hebrews is one of the very few letters in the New testa-
ment that refers to Christ as the ‘High Priest’y1;.

In today’s Reading, the Hebrew author is describing the original way of worship that
the Jews of the time and beforehand followed. The Temple was the place where God
resided, with the Holy of Holies the most sacred of sanctuaries. It was under King Solo-
mon that the Temple was built and in the Old Testament writings, there is much to say
in regards to the Temple and worship. However sacrilege and destruction also occurred
and the temple was destroyed by the Babylonians. It was rebuilt at a less grander style
around 400BCE but again was destroyed around 70CE.

The purpose with which the Hebrew author writes, is to say that God does not dwell
only in human made structures, but most fully now in Jesus, through whom God has
redeemed us and called us to enter more closely into His presence. So our churches
today are called to be places that invite us to live close and more in God’s presence and
to remember and experience His saving love for us. Amen

ANEW LITURGICAL YEAR

The Liturgical year is the prayerful Church’s
experience in her journey towards the Kingdom of
God. This Liturgical year revolves around the person
of Jesus Christ and is divided into stations which form
around the life of Jesus who is God’s salvific plan: His
Birth, His Epiphany, His Lent, His Passion, His Death
and Resurrection, His Ascension into Heaven, His
sending of the Holy Spirit and His second coming in
glory. These stations originate from the events of
Jesus’ Death and Resurrection which is the feast of
feasts and the foundation of the life of the Church
and its experience of faith.

The Liturgical year is not a routine repetition of
occasions and feasts but an upwards spiral like
movement towards God. This means each year that
both the Church and the faithful live and experience
deeper faith which elevates them towards Christ
uniting them more fully with Him.

The Liturgical year is a calling for all humanity and time to be made holy because the
Lord of the Times is the holy one of God: Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

The Consecration of the Church compliments her renewal and these two events mark
the beginning of the Maronite Liturgical calendar. The eyes of the faithful during these
times turn towards the Church to understand the meaning of her holiness.

So as we celebrate together the Consecration of the Church, we know that Jesus, her
founder and head, is the source of her holiness and is hidden in her. However as
believers and children of the Church, how can we be witnesses to her holiness? Will the
marks of holiness appear in our lives which have their source from our relationship with
our Lord Jesus Christ? Who do | say Jesus Christ is? Upon this answer my identity as a
Christian lies. | am called to understand the faith that | proclaim and to provide answers
about it in front of non-believers. So do | really search to understand and live my faith
authentically? Who am | in the eyes of Jesus and do | have a mission in the heart of the
world? How do | practically witness that | am reconciled to God spreading forgiveness
and reconciliation to those around me?

St Assia was one of the noble

The
monastery was built on a site
that was formerly a Roman
temple built to worship
“Esculape”, the God of medi-
cine. The Monastery bore the
name of its manager too and
came to be known as the Saint
Assia Monastery. It is most
probable that the village of
Assia in Lebanon has taken its
name either from the Master
of the temple or the managing
monk or from both of them.
He died towards the end of
the fourth century. May his
prayers be with us.
