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RENEWAL OF THE CHURCH

In this second week of the new calendar, we celebrate the
Renewal of the Church and our Reading from the Letter to
the Hebrews, describes Jesus’ sacrifice as perfect.

The author refers to the spilling of blood, that of goats and
calvesv12, to sanctify and purify. To our modern sensibilities
this appears very odd. It is even more difficult to fathom why
. Christ’s blood was necessary for ‘eternal redemption’v12.

2 The notion of sacrificing animals for the forgiveness of sins
can be read up in Leviticus chapters 4 to 7, where the law
states that if anyone has sinned or is guilty, they must offer
to the Temple priests, an animal to be sacrificed, in order for their sins to be removed.
It is where we get our term ‘scape goat.’

However in the Church today we understand that our sins are not cleansed by sacrific-
ing animals and through the spilling of blood. Rather it is through our acknowledgment
and repentance of sin, and the immeasurable mercy of God. It is this understanding
that the Reading today leads us to.

Christ entered the Holy Place, ‘not with the blood of goats and calves, but with his own
blood, thus obtaining eternal redemption’v12. Jesus’ sacrifice was a once-and-for-all
event that allowed all generations to recognise and enter into the loving and forgiving
embrace of God. We therefore, to live as children of God, are not called to ‘spill blood’,
to sacrifice, to cause suffering, or to pursue ‘dead works,” but rather ‘to worship the
living God'v14.

In his crucified body Jesus has taken on all our hatred, violence, spilling of blood, our
sins and darkness, in order to return to us the image of light, hope, love and peace.

So as we celebrate the renewal of the Church this Sunday, it is a time to acknowledge
that Christ gave up his life in order that we as the people of God can live not in sin and
animal sacrifice, but in the ‘promised eternal inheritance’vl5. Amen

St. John, Chrysostom (golden-
mouthed) on account of his
eloquence, born to Christian
parents, about the year 344, in
the city of Antioch. He studied
rhetoric under Libanius, a pa-
gan, the most famous orator
of the age.

In 374, he began to lead the
life of an anchorite in the
mountains near Antioch, but
in 386 the poor state of his
health forced him to return to
Antioch, where he was or-
dained a priest.

In 398, he was elevated to the
See of Constantinople and be-
came one of the greatest
lights of the Church. However,
he had enemies in high places
and some were ecclesiastics,
not the least being Theophilus,
Patriarch of Alexandria, who
repented of this before he
died. Several accusations were
brought against him in a pseu-
do-council, and he was sent
into exile. In 405 A.D. St. John
Chrysostom sent St. Maroun a
letter expressing his great love
and respect and asked St.
Maroun to pray for him.

In the midst of his sufferings,
like the apostle, St. Paul,
whom he so greatly admired,
he found the greatest peace
and happiness. His enemies
were not satisfied with the
sufferings he had already en-
dured, and they banished him
still further to Pythius at the
very extremity of the Empire.
He died on his way there on
13 September, 407.
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The Church which is the continuation of Christ’s ministry
after his death, resurrection and ascension enables us also
to share in His mission and provides the context for us to
continue His work. Christ’s Gift of the Church to his people
is his way of manifesting himself on earth. Henri De Lubac -
a famous theologian wrote in his book Splendour of the
Church in 1956 the following:

Anyone who is possessed by a similar desire will not
find it enough to be loyal and obedient; to perform
exactly everything demanded by his/her profession
of the Catholic faith. Such a person will have fallen
in love with the beauty of the House of God; the
Church will have stolen his heart. She is his spiritual
and native country, his “mother and brother and
sister”, and nothing which concerns her will leave
him/her indifferent
or detached; he will
root himself in her
soil, form himself in
her likeness and
make himself/
herself one with her
experience. He will
feel rich with her
wealth......It will be .

live and die. 0

Henri De Lubac was a
French Jesuit priest (elevated to Cardinal without being or-
dained a Bishop by Pope John Paul Il in 1983) whose work
was very prominent in the 20" Century. His research,
writings and teachings were considered to be so significant
that they played a major role in the shaping of Vatican II.
However the same Church that he wrote so beautifully
about expelled him from the the Jesuit seminary at
Fourviére in France where he worked and then subsequent-

This great Theologian, like many other faithful people could
see the beauty that transcends from the Church. Offcourse
the Church is nor perfect and is in constant need of renewal,
however it is through the Church that we are able to experi-
ence Jesus Christ. It is through the Church that we are able
to teach our children how to worship and thank God. It is
through the Church that we are able to visit and care for the
sick and the elderly regardless of who they are and where
they come from. It is through the Church that we can sup-
port and develop representatives of the apostles and disci-
ples to continue with Christ’s mission. It is through the
Church that we come into communion with God and with
one-another. In her empathy we feel that we are under-
stood. Through her congruence we know that she is authen-
tic and truthful; and through her unconditional positive re-
gard we are cared for and nurtured.
She allows us to express our opin-
ions and emotions even though
they can at times harm her. Our
relationship with her is very inti-
mate and our conversations always
reach that level of prayerful sacred-
8 ness. She is a prayer herself!

® When | read the above quote, | felt
that it succinctly expressed my
thoughts and feelings. It evoked a
sense of understanding that | have
always been searching for. It de-
2 scribed “me” and “you” or at least
who we strive to be.

However it
wasn’t until | read this quote that | discovered that what |
was looking for was right in front of my eyes because we are
all members of her. She is Jesus’ gift to us and it is through
her that we are able to practice our ministry.
