We could ask how did Herod, born himself as a human being, into a royal
family, heir to a throne, to be king of a people with a faith tradition, get to the
stage in his life to be so insecure, angry and jealous and threatened by a child,
to order the slaughter of innocent children?

The inn-keeper, moved by the predicament of Mary and Joseph, offered them a stable. He could have easily rejected their
plea and numbed himself to their woes, since they were strangers; but he did not. While out in the fields, some shepherds
were stunned by a heavenly apparition; however, they overcame their initial fears and felt a blazing desire to leave
everything and to go and seek this Him. Joseph, the chaste husband of Mary, would have been ridiculed for betrothing a
pregnant Mary if he had exposed her, but he did not; rather, he stayed with Mary and fulfilled his duty as husband,
protector and father, believing and trusting in God’s plan for him. And what about Mary, expecting out of wedlock at a
young age, forced to leave her family and friends to dedicate her life to caring for the Son of God!

Teach us, Lord, like the inn-keeper, to always be witnesses to charity and help to alleviate the plights of others by showing
them kindness. Likewise help us, Lord, as you lie in that manger helpless and vulnerable, to appreciate simplicity and to
embrace and be witnesses to humility in our own lives.

With the shepherds, may we embody courage in our words and actions, leaving everything to seek You. Lord, through the
example of Joseph, may the reality of hope resonate and sustain us and make us nothing less than zealous in faith.
