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Just then a lawyer stood up to test Jesus.
“Teacher,” he said, “what must | do to inherit
eternal life?” He said to him, “What is written
in the law? What do you read there?” He
answered, “You shall love the Lord your God
with all your heart, and with all your soul, and
with all your strength, and with all your mind;
and your neighbor as yourself.”

And he said to him, “You have given the right
answer; do this, and you will live.” But wanting
to justify himself, he asked Jesus,

“And who is my neighbor?” Jesus replied,

“A man was going down from Jerusalem to
Jericho, and fell into the hands of robbers,
who stripped him, beat him, and went away,
leaving him half dead. Now by chance a priest
was going down that road; and when he saw
him, he passed by on the other side. So
likewise a Levite, when he came to the place
and saw him, passed by on the other side. But
a Samaritan while travelling came near him;
and when he saw him, he was moved with
pity. He went to him and bandaged his
wounds, having poured oil and wine on them.
Then he put him on his own animal, brought
him to an inn, and took care of him. The next
day he took out two denarii, gave them to the
innkeeper, and said, ‘Take care of him; and
when | come back,

| will repay you whatever more you spend.’
Which of these three, do you think, was a
neighbour to the man who fell into the hands
of the robbers?” He said, “The one who
showed him mercy.” Jesus said to him, “Go
and do likewise.” Lk 18:9-14
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Owe no one anything, except to love one
another; for the one who loves another has
fulfilled the law. The commandments, “You
shall not commit adultery; You shall not
murder; You shall not steal; You shall not
covet”; and any other commandment, are
summed up in this word, “Love your

neighbor as yourself.” Love does no wrong to
a neighbor; therefore, love is the fulfilling of
the law. Besides this, you know what time it is,
how it is now the moment for you to wake
from sleep. For salvation is nearer to us now
than when we became believers; the night is
far gone, the day is near.

Let us then lay aside the works of darkness
and put on the armor of light; let us live
honorably as in the day, not in reveling and
drunkenness, not in debauchery and
licentiousness, not in quarrelling and jealousy.

Jesus’ parables were radical, controversial, outrageous and
provoking, and the parable of the Good Samaritan doesn’t let
us down. So what challenges do we encounter here. ..?

Jesus tells the story of a Samaritan. Jesus chooses the one
person that would not appeal to the Jewish crowds listening to B
his story. Shock #1

Then Jesus has the nerve to depict the priest and the Levite as
neglecting their duties and showing no compassion, despite these being considered the
‘religious’ leaders of the time. Shock #2

As the parable unfolds it is this unlikely hero of a Samaritan who is seen to show mercy and
compassion to the stranger. Shock #3

Yet it is not merely a passing concern but rather the Samaritan commits his time, energy, money
and heart into ensuring the ongoing care of this wounded man, someone he has no knowledge
or connection to. The Good Samaritan is ‘moved with pity’v33, bandages the wound and carries
him to the inn for safe keeping, going above and beyond expectations. Shock #4

Jesus then defines loving one’s neighbour not as based on family or religious or cultural ties, but
expanding the understanding of neighbour to include all people. Shock #5

Finally it is not about who is my neighbour as the lawyer asks, but rather as Jesus points out, it is
about how we are going to be a neighbour to others. Jesus puts the onus back on us. Shock #6

While the major powers
of the world are getting their artillery ready for
another war in the Middle East, Pope Francis
contrastingly also asked the people of the
world to get their artillery ready for a war of a
different kind — a war of prayer and fasting.
The Holg Pontiff declared Saturday 7
September a day of prayer and fasting for
Syria and the Middle East. The Holy Father’s
sense of urgency can be captured in the
following extract from his Angelus address on the 1 September 2013 below:

“There are so many conflicts in this world which cause me great suffering and
worry, but in these days my heart is deeply wounded in particular by what is
happening in Syria and anguished by the dramatic developments which are
looming. | appeal strong%for peace, an appeal which arises from the dee
within me. How much suffering, how much devastation, how much pain has
the use of arms carried in its wake in that martyred country, especially among
civilians and the unarmed! | think of many children [who] will not see the light
of the future! With utmost firmness | condemn the use og chemical weapons: |
tell you that those terrible images from recent days are burned into my mind
and heart. There is a judgment of God and of history upon our actions which
are inescapable!”

These are very strong words which have not been chosen lightly by the Pope.
They are clearly aimed at those who will be deciding in the coming days
whether to shower bombs down upon a country with little hope that the
ensuing devastation will end the fighting. "Peace," Pope Francis declared, "is a
precious gift, which must be promoted and protected. But "Never has the use
of \I/iolengle brought peace in its wake. War begets war, violence begets
violence.

Recent history bears out his words. As the United States prepared in the fall
and winter of 2002 to invade Iraq, Pope John Paul Il and the future Pope
Benedict XVI, Joseph Cardinal Ratzinﬁer, both spoke out strongly against the
invasion. Their pleas, stressing the Church's just-war theory, were ignored by
the Bush administration, and ten years after the invasion in March 2003, Iraq
is a disaster. Over 90 per cent of the Iraqi Christian#oopulation has fled the
country, and many of those Iragi Christians took refuge in Syria. Now, as an
Islamic insurgency has torn the country apart, those Iraqgi Christians are
threatened once again, along with their Syrian Christian brothers.

This time, Pope Francis has backed the words of the Vicar of Christ with
action, calling on Catholics worldwide to engage in a day of fasting and prayer
for peace in Syria:

“To this end, brothers and sisters, | have decided to proclaim for the whole
Church on 7 September next, the vigil of the birth of Mary, Queen of Peace,
a day of fasting and prayer for peace in Syria, the Middle East, and
throughout the world, and I also invite each f)erson, including our fellow
Christians, followers of other religions and all men of good will, to participate,
in whatever way they can, in this initiative.

On 7 September, in Saint Peter’s Square, here, from 19:00 until 24:00 [1 P.M
to 6 P.M. EDT], we will gather in prayer and in a spirit of penance, invoking
God'’s great gift of peace upon the beloved nation of Syria and upon each
situation of conflict and violence around the world. Humanity needs to see
these ﬁestures of peace and to hear words of hope and peace! | ask all the
local churches, in addition to fasting, that they gather to pray for this
intention.”

When Pope John Paul Il and Cardinal Ratzinger opposed the Iraq War, many
Catholics in the United States argued that their words were not clear, or that
it did not matter what the pope said, because the decision to go to waris a
"ﬁrudential judgment" (thus illustrating that they did not understand what
the cardinal virtue of prudence is, and what a prudential judgment entails). As
the U.S. Congress pregares to debate President Obama's request for
authorization to bomb a country that presents no threat whatsoever to the
United States, there can be no mistaking Pope Francis's message:

“Let us ask Mary to help us to respond to violence, to conflict and to war,
with the power of dialogue, reconciliation and love. She is our mother: may
she help us to find peace; all of us are her children! Help us, Mary, to
overcome this most difficult moment and to dedicate ourselves each day to
building in every situation an authentic culture of encounter and peace.

Mary, Queen of Peace, pray for us!”
