Is doubt such a bad thing? Many people
feel that it is wrong to doubt and many
times this causes mistrust amongst loved
ones and families. However this week we
here that Thomas the Apostle doubted
our Lord.

A DAY OF JOY AND CELEBRATION FOR THE UNIVERSAL CHURCH

Pope John Paul Il was born Karol J6zef Wojtyla on May 18, 1920, in Wadowice, Poland. He
was ordained in 1946, became the bishop of Ombi in 1958, and became the archbishop of
Krakow in 1964. He was made a cardinal by Pope Paul VI in 1967, and in 1978 became the
first non-Italian pope in more than 400 years. As the leader of the Catholic Church, he
travelled the world, visiting more than 100 countries to spread his message of faith and
peace. In 1981, an assassin shot John Paul twice in St. Peter's Square in Vatican City.
Fortunately, he was able to recover from his injuries and later forgave his attacker. A vocal
advocate for human rights, John Paul often spoke out about suffering in the world. He held
strong positions on many topics, including his opposition to capital punishment. John Paul Il
died on April 2, 2005, at the age of 84, at his Vatican City residence. More than 3 million
people waited in line to say good-bye to their beloved religious leader at St. Peter's Basilica before his funeral on
April 8. On July 5, 2013, waving the usual five-year waiting period, the Vatican announced that the Roman
Catholic Church would declare Pope John Paul Il a saint.

Angelo Roncalli was born November 25, 1881, at Sotte il Monte, Italy. He was educated at the seminary of the
Bergamo diocese and the Pontifical Seminary in Rome, where he was ordained to the priesthood Aug. 10, 1904.
Father Roncalli spent the first nine or 10 years of his priesthood as secretary to the bishop of Bergamo and as an
instructor in church history at the seminary. He was made a cardinal 12 January 1953, and three days later
appointed patriarch of Venice. On 28 October 1958, at the age of 77, he was elected Pope. John soon announced
his intention of convoking the 21°* ecumenical council, to renew life in the Church, to reform its structures and
institutions, and to explore ways and means of promoting unity among Christians. The
council ushered in a new era in the history of the Church, completing its work two and
one-half years after his death. He died of stomach cancer, 3 June 1963. Besides
convoking Vatican I, he established a commission, in March 1963, for revision of the
Code of Canon Law. The revised Code was promulgated in 1983. He created 52 cardinals,
including the first from the Philippines, Japan, and Africa, making the College more
international, and raising the traditional number above 70. Furthermore, he also
canonized 10 saints.

The official sainthood ceremony, held on April 27, 2014, will bring together four popes.
Pope Francis will lead the event to elevate Pope John Paul Il and Pope John XXIII to
sainthood, which will also be attended by Francis's predecessor Emeritus Pope Benedict
XVI.

| first". He said that in future this Sunday would be known throughout the world as Divine
Mercy Sunday, and that priests and the laity should avail of it, in this time of special grace.
In today’s world, it is demonstrably clear that humankind has failed to listen to God and the
world needs this new prescription for healing. This is obviously why Jesus has found it nec-
essary to show us a new way and has given us this extraordinary message revealed through
Saint Faustina, with extraordinary promises attached to help heal modern man and bring
him back to a healthy faith.
He has given us a new and powerful formula to achieve this, through powerful prayers, the
Chaplet of Divine Mercy, which if said sincerely and reverently, gives us, the extraordinary
opportunity to offer up to the Father, the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of His Dearly
beloved Son, which is the sacrifice, in atonement for our sins and those of the whole world.
Then there is the greatest promise of all, a day of healing for all, no matter how ill your soul
is, on the Sunday after Easter, the Feast Day of His Divine and Infinite Mercy, for those who
comply with the simple steps desired by Jesus to show our obedience and belief in Him. This promise is manifest by a
complete healing of the soul, making it as whole and as well, as the day of our Baptism.
The following are the simple steps requested by our Lord in preparation for the Feast, so that the Father will grant you
complete healing of the soul.
The revelations in the Diary of Saint Faustina make the following quite clear:

1. Come to Jesus with a humble and contrite heart
2. Firmly trust in the Divine Mercy of Jesus
3. Go to confession on that day if possible otherwise seven days before or after the Feast as approved by the church-

No attachment to sin in the Feast day

Receive Holy Communion on the day of the Feast.

Venerate the Image of the Divine

Be merciful as God is merciful. Practice works of mercy, physically by helping others or spiritually by prayers of
intercession (through words, deeds or prayers)

This is also a day of extraordinary opportunity to bring erring souls with us in spirit, to the throne of Gods mercy, with pe-
titions of prayer, and offer these souls up to Jesus when He promises to heal and strengthen them. Jesus said, "l yearn for
souls, on the day of My Feast, the Feast of My Mercy, you will bring faint souls to the spring of my mercy, where | shall
heal and strengthen them".
