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After these things Jesus showed himself again
to the disciples by the Sea of Tiberias; and he
showed himself in this way.

Gathered there together were Simon Peter,
Thomas called the Twin, Nathanael of Cana in
Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two others
of his disciples.

Simon Peter said to them, “l am going fishing.”
They said to him, “We will go with you.” They
went out and got into the boat, but that night
they caught nothing. Just after daybreak, Jesus
stood on the beach; but the disciples did not
know that it was Jesus. Jesus said to them,
“Children, you have no fish, have you?” They
answered him, “No.” He said to them, “Cast
the net to the right side of the boat, and you
will find some.” So they cast it, and now they
were not able to haul it in because there were
so many fish. That disciple whom Jesus loved
said to Peter, “It is the Lord!”

When Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord,
he put on some clothes, for he was naked, and
jumped into the sea. But the other disciples
came in the boat, dragging the net full of fish,
for they were not far from the land, only about
a hundred yards off.

When they had gone ashore, they saw a
charcoal fire there, with fish on it, and bread.
Jesus said to them, “Bring some of the fish that
you have just caught.” So Simon Peter went
aboard and hauled the net ashore, full of large
fish, a hundred fifty-three of them; and though
there were so many, the net was not torn.
Jesus said to them, “Come and have
breakfast.”

Now none of the disciples dared to ask him,
“Who are you?” Because they knew it was the
Lord.

Jesus came and took the bread and gave it to
them, and did the same with the fish. This was
now the third time that Jesus appeared to the

disciples after he was raised from the dead.

SO e Weesd;
ST MATTHIAS THE APOSTLE
14TH MAY

The first act of the apostles after the
Ascension of Jesus was to find a
replacement for Judas. With all the
guestions, doubts, and dangers facing
them, they chose to focus their attention
on finding a twelfth apostle. Why was this
important? Twelve was a very important
number to the Chosen People: twelve
was the number of the twelve tribes of
Israel. If the new Israel was to come from
the disciples of Jesus, a twelfth apostle
was needed. One hundred and twenty
people were gathered for prayer and
reflection in the upper room, when Peter
stood up to propose the way to make the
choice. Peter had one criterion, that, like
Andrew, James, John, and himself, the
new apostle be someone who had been a
disciple from the very beginning, from his
baptism by John until the Ascension. The
reason for this was simple; the new
apostle would become a witness to Jesus'
resurrection. He must have followed
Jesus before anyone knew him, stayed
with him when he made enemies, and
believed in him when he spoke of the
cross and of eating his body -- teachings
that had made others melt away. Two
men fit this description -- Matthias and
Joseph called Barabbas. They knew that
both these men had been with them and
with Jesus through his whole ministry.
But which one had the heart to become a
witness to his resurrection. The apostles
knew that only the Lord could know what
was in the heart of each. They cast lots in
order to discover God's will and Matthias
was chosen. He was the twelfth apostle
and the group was whole again as they
waited for the coming of the Holy Spirit.
That's the first we hear of Matthias in
Scripture, and the last. Legends like the
Acts of Andrew and Matthias testify to
Matthias' enthusiastic embrace of all that
being an apostle meant including
evangelization, persecution, and death in
the service of the Lord.

| was recently struck by a question
in the Gospel when James and John,
the Sons of Zebedee ask Jesus to sit,
one at his right and one at his left,
when he comes in glory. What
stopped me was Jesus’ statement:

ing”. Off course, Jesus was warning
them that if they want glory, they
need to be ready to carry the cross.
One of the many things | love about E
Jesus is that he gets humanity. He
gets us. He understands us at the
core. He understands our short-sightedness and knows that
we have slightly twisted expectations.

| can imagine him looking at James and John and saying: Do
you “really really” know what you are asking for? Do you
know what you are getting yourselves into? The pain and
suffering? Do you really want that?

At the age of 33, | have made a profound discovery. | real-
ised that most of us (staring with me & especially young
people) don’t know what we really want. And when we do
know what we want, our expectations are oftentimes
incorrect. Our imagination deceives us. Therefore, Jesus is
right; we don’t realise the consequences of what we are
asking for.

Our desperation to run away from the present, from the
NOW, makes us desperate to cling to new dreams and new
ideas because the NOW is not always pleasant, it carries
years of pain.

Off course, there is nothing wrong with the NEW at all. The
problem is when we give the NEW, a “perfect makeover”
when things in reality are far from perfect.

This maybe in the form of a new Job, new house, new car,
new friend, new game, new girl or boy friend, new country
and new wife/ husband !!! We look for these things to
become “Messiahs” (Saviours) coming to save us from the
NOW and so we don’t see them for what they really are.
Let me give you some examples:

CHILDREN’S CORNER  Welcome back to our Father's House. T
have been on a little break and this
week I come back full of new life. Thank you my dearest brothers and sisters
for sharing with me this new Sunday: a new day to show your love and thanks

to God for all that He does in your life.

In the Gospel today, if you were listening carefully, you would have heard how
I appeared to my Apostles as they were fishing. At the start they had been
fishing all night and were unable fo catch even a small fish. But when I came,
they had so much fish that they struggled fo bring in the net. I asked them
to bring some fish and we all sat down and shared a meal together.

My dearest brothers and sisters, there are two very important lessons in the
Gospel. The first lesson is that without me in your life, there is nothing. If
you trust and believe in me and you ask me for help I will always help you.

How many times we prayed and
asked for a career change or a job
change? University or TAFE course?
We thought this will be the great fix,
but when our request is granted, we
realise in the end it was not quite
what we expected. We feel the
same as before, if not worse.

To take it a step further, how many
times we wanted to rush a relation-
ship and move to marriage and real-
ise later that marriage isn’t quite
what we expected? Or even worse
how many times we thought that being married to someone
else will fix all my problems and it will all be fine?

So we ask, and receive. But with time, the same feeling
comes back. We are left emptier than before, desperate for
a newer escape.

There is a great quote by St Teresa of Avila which touches at
the heart of what | mean. Teresa says: “There are more
tears shed over answered prayers than over unanswered
prayers”.

I am sorry if | am sounding judgemental or radical. | struggle
with these things. | think we all do. My sense of judgment
about the future is betrayed because | want out of the
PRESENT. What an illusion | am living?

| certainly don’t mean we should not go for a new job or a
new relationship, a new house or a new car. These things
are good. They are important but they are NOT Messiahs.
Even now, | have realised that my WIFE is not a Messiah!
Christ only is!

Let us realise that nothing we ask or want, other than Christ
will fill all the hungers of our hearts. Nothing will. This
emptiness is for Christ.

Is this not what the resurrection is about? That Christ is
saying to us that in midst of the anxiety and hurt that the
PRESENT carries, | come to bring Good News. | am present
in your PRESENT. Stay with me so | can stay with you! Stay
with me NOW so you can Rise with me!
