St. Dominic Savio was born in Italy in
1842. One day when he was just four, he
disappeared and his good mother went
looking for him. She found the little
fellow in a corner praying with his hands
joined and his head bowed. He already
knew all his prayers by heart. When he
received his First Holy Communion, he
chose a motto: "Death, but not sin!" and
he kept it always. Dominic was an
ordinary boy with an extraordinary love
for God. At the age of twelve, Dominic
entered the school run by St. John Bosco.
Everyone in the school saw from the way
he prayed that this boy was different. He
greatly cared for all the boys, and even
though he was younger, he used to
worry about them. He was afraid that
they would lose the grace of God by
sinning. One day, a fellow brought a
magazine full of bad pictures to school.
In a minute, a group of boys had
gathered around him to see it. "What's
up?" wondered Dominic, and he, too,
went to look. Just one peek was enough
for him. He grabbed the magazine and
tore it to pieces! "Poor us!" he cried in
the meantime, "Did God give us eyes to
look at such things as this? One day
Dominic began to feel sick and was sent
home to get better. While at home he
grew worse, instead, and received the
last Sacraments. He was only fifteen
then, but he did not fear death. In fact,
he was overjoyed at the thought of going
to Heaven. Just before he died, he tried
to sit up. "Goodbye," he murmured to
his good father. Suddenly his face lit up
with a smile of great joy and happiness.
"I am seeing such wonderful things!" he
exclaimed. Then he spoke no more, for
he had gone to Heaven. He was 15 years
old when he died and was canonized 12
June 1954 by Pope Pius XI.
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ARTICLE OF THE WEEK—THE THEOLOGY OF HOSPITALITY

Most scholars would agree that Luke is
an excellent storyteller. He allows us to
recline back into our armchairs, put our
feet up and let our imagination run wild.
Luke is very good at setting up scenes
which allow the reader to creatively
think about the context by adding
imagery to dramatise and invoke a
response. In some of these scenes, we
find Jesus at table sharing meals (and
lots more) with his friends and his foe.
In addition to his excellent storytelling
skills, Luke is also an excellent theologian. By depicting Jesus at
table, he intends to reveal a particular theology about him. The
passage 24:13-35 about the walk to Emmaus and other passag-
es from Luke’s Gospel certainly do just that. They crystallise
many themes which offer an understanding of the person who
Jesus was. Themes such as Kingdom of God, forgiveness,
authority, fellowship, discipleship but most of all the theme of
hospitality arises to frame the overarching theology of Luke’s
Gospel — Salvation.

The story about the two disciples walking to Emmaus is unique
to the Gospel of Luke. It is another great example in which
Luke demonstrates his excellent narrative skills. In the
aftermath of Jesus’ passion, these two disciples seem like they
have lost all hope. The tragic events of the last few days have
destroyed any hope that they had that Jesus was the almighty
Saviour that would “redeem Israel” — the old Israel that is. Also,
they were probably afraid for their lives because they had been
associated with Jesus. The unhappy tone of Cleopas brings
forth an image of them hurriedly walking with their heads
down, not even recognising Jesus when he descended upon
them.

Luke sets the scene very well with his references to geography
and to time. Unlike other passages from Luke’s Gospel, there is
no parable at play here. It provides an easy transition which is
emotionally satisfying by its very detail and length, between
the shock of absence (at the tomb) and the shock of full
presence (appearance to the disciples).

Luke’s play on the word “stranger” ironically shows the
disciples believing that Jesus was the only one who did not
know about all the “things” that had happened in Jerusalem.

selling therapy that we call today — pastoral.

Firstly, Jesus asked the saddened and depressed follower’s questions. He asked them to tell him |
what their problem was. He then established a relationship with them by being receptive and
listening to what they had to say. Cleopas’ reaction to Jesus’ opening remark was quite rude
(people who are hurt often react in this way), but Jesus persisted and they continued to share
their troubles. Through Jesus’ accompaniment, the healing process began. Here we can see that

Throughout the Gospel, the ministry of Jesus Christ
provides us with examples of pastoral counselling
hundreds of years before this discipline was even thought of or established. The account from
the Gospel of Luke relating to the Walk to Emmaus (Luke 24:13-35) is one such example which
portrays a unity between the human experience and the theological identity to provide a coun-

The stranger became a teacher who
accompanied them in their despair and
provided them with the clarity that they
needed to understand why those
“things” that happened did happen. This
accompaniment is the very essence of
hospitality.

The contrasts that Luke uses all help
extract the images and themes that
evolve from the story. The eyes that
“were kept from recognising

him” (24:16) travelling out of Jerusalem
(the old Israel), all of sudden “were opened, and they
recognised him” (24:31) at the meal before the trip back to
Jerusalem (the new lIsrael). Further to this, the breaking of the
bread scene is reminiscent of the Last Supper and even more
important the revelation of Jesus as the Messiah through Peter
after the miraculous feeding story (9:16-20). Again, as with
other stories, when Jesus is at table he becomes the host of
the banquet, even though the disciples were hospitable and
the ones to invite him to “stay with us” (24:29).

Through their faith, the two disciples have responded
positively and have earned a place at the banquet of the
hospitable God. The peace of Jesus Christ was upon them and
they were able to return to Jerusalem with the hope that they
lacked on their way out of Jerusalem. No parable is required
this time because the Kingdom of God is at hand and the
resurrected Jesus is the testimony to this. Luke, through the
Emmaus story cleverly brings all the previous stories of his
Gospel into a full circle and the disciples (as well as his readers)
to a full understanding of why “the Messiah should suffer these
things and then enter into his glory” (24:26).

The dining table is one of the social centres of the home or
workplace. Luke makes use of this common or communal
meeting place to depict what the final communal meeting
place will be like in the Kingdom of God. He reveals a God who
is very hospitable, a God who is urging and compelling his
people to come and dine with him, a God who has broken all
the social barriers of society. This invitation requires the right
response. It requires the response of the two disciples. How
hospitable are we? Danny Nouh

Jesus was counselling them through a psychological approach.

Secondly, Jesus explained the Scriptures to them from Moses to the era in which they lived and showed them that what
had been troubling them—the death Jesus Christ whom they thought would redeem them —had actually been talked
about centuries before by the earlier prophets. Here the theological reflection takes place with Jesus referring back to

Scripture.

On reaching Emmaus, they said to Him “Stay with us”. And this is what Jesus did. He stayed with them until they discov-
ered who He was. He stayed with them even after they were not able to see Him. This is the essence of pastoral counsel-
ling. It takes from the psychological sciences the techniques that unravel the complex human composition and unifies it
with the true presence of God for the betterment and transformation of the suffering individual. This is the difference be-
tween pastoral counselling and psychological counselling.
This example can be applied to many instances in our family lives where we or our loved ones are lost and can only find
our way through the Scriptures and the Eucharist. We should not be afraid to seek pastoral counselling. We should not be
afraid to speak to a priest or a nun or someone who specialises in this field. We are very lucky in our parish to have many
people who provide this wonderful service. Let us make use of this and allow God to work in us when we are feeling lost.
