Light from the Word Faith & Grace

Paul’s writings focus heavily on the grace of God that is freely given to each of
us. Today’s Reading from Ephesians again makes reference to, ‘For by grace we
have been saved through faith’ .

Faith plays an integral part in the way we view and live life. As believers in
Christ our perception and understanding of the world differs to others. Faith
allows us to appreciate blessings, to unashamedly express love, compassion and
tenderness, and to live boldly in hope. Yet this attitude to life is also a gift. We
are graced with faith. Our hearts and minds are receptive to God. We find in
Jesus a comfort and understanding, an affinity that not everyone has been
graced with. So in our gift of faith, we must learn to nurture it and allow it to
find full expression in our actions and words. Otherwise we neglect this gift.

As Paul understood, ‘For we are what he has made us, created in Christ Jesus, for good works’o.
If we believe in Christ, through God’s free gift of grace, then we are called to respond to our faith.
Like Christ, we are drawn to do good works. Faith is not merely a new perception on God and life.
Faith is much more than knowledge and acceptance of God.

Faith is active and not just passive, inspirational than just devotional, committed than just obedi-
ence. Faith in Christ who gave all, compels us also to hand over our lives to God’s will. So faith
may be free grace but it is wonderfully demanding. Amen.

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ShoiherillsCoryz, “Deep questions around a Fireplace

If we have ever sat around a fireplace it generally is a good
atmosphere for feeling relaxed and getting to asked deep discussions and sharing. Simon Peter
had two such fireplace experiences within two weeks.

The first was on the night before Jesus was crucified after he was arrested.
Simon Peter followed Jesus and stayed outside in the courtyard of the High
priest while Jesus was being interrogated and insulted. There Peter was asked,
(twice while warming himself around a fire) by three different people, the deep
question “you are not also one of this man’s disciples?” to which three times
he replied “T am not.” Away from Jesus and the other disciples he fell under
fear and his human weakness and betrayed Jesus. This was the Fireplace of
denial and betrayal.

The second is in today’s Gospel where Simon Peter was sitting around the charcoal fire which the
risen Jesus had prepared for him and the 6 other disciples to have breakfast with him. That crack-
ling fire must have been making Simon uncomfortable as it
would have been reminding him of the fireplace of his denial
and betrayal of Jesus.

Then Jesus broke the silence after breakfast with the deepest
question to Peter saying “Simon son of John, do you love me

A more than these?”.” In the Koine Greek, the language of the
New Testament, there are different words that are translated
“love.” Agape is the kind of love that is perfect and pure;
selfless and active, and unconditional and ready to sacrifice for
good of the other. There is also a lesser kind of love (phileo).
It is described as “to be a friend to (fond of [an individual or an
object]), that is, have affection for (denoting personal
attachment, as a matter of sentiment or feeling).”

It is vital to keep these two Greek words in mind. Jesus said to Simon Peter, "Simon, son of John,
do you love (agape) me more than these?" He said to Him, "Yes, Lord; you know that I love
(phileo) you." [How could Peter say, unequivocally, I love (agape) you, after he had so miserably
failed him?] He said to him, "Tend My lambs." (16) He said to him again a second time, "Simon,
son of John, do you love (agape) me?" He said to Him, "Yes, Lord; you know that I love (phileo)
you." He said to him, "Shepherd My sheep." (17) He said to him the third time, "Simon, son of
John, do you love (phileo) me?" [Notice that the Lord changed the word from agape to phileo]
Peter was grieved because He said to him the third time, "Do you love (phileo) me?" And he said
to Him, "Lord, You know all things; you know that I love (phileo) you." Jesus said to him, "Tend
My sheep. [Peter was “grieved” not because Jesus asked him a third time, but because Jesus
lowered the standard.] We can only imagine the heartbreak Peter was feeling. Before fear and
isolation enveloped Peter during the crucifixion he would have boldly said, “Lord, how could you
ask such a thing? Of course I love (agape) you!” But his actions showed how miserably he failed
to agape the Lord. He even denied friendship (phileo) with the Lord! Now he is truly

“grieved” (lupeo) as he comes face-to-face with the Lord and what he has done.

The rest of this passage shows the mercy and love and confidence in Peter, that the Lord Jesus
had. He now foretells that Peter will die for Him with agape love. This was now the Fire place of
Love, Mercy and Restoration.

What does this mean for you and me and especially are couples who renewed their Marriage
Vows? It means that, even though we may have failed the Lord deeply at times around the fire-
place of betrayal, it is never too late to experience Him restore us around the fireplace of mercy
and love. This example with St Peter who was given such a central role in the Church is a power-
ful reminder to us to keep coming back to Him with trust and repentance no matter how uncom-
fortable.

SAINT OF THE WEEK
SAINT RITA
22 MAY

St. Rita
was born
at Spoleto,
Italy in
1381. At
an early
age, she
begged her
parents to
allow her
to enter a convent. Instead
they arranged a marriage for
her. Rita became a good
wife and mother, but her
husband was a man of vio-
lent temper. In anger he of-
ten mistreated his wife. He
taught their children his own
evil ways.

Rita tried to perform her
duties faithfully and to pray
and receive the sacraments
frequently. After nearly
twenty years of marriage
and 1Erayin for her husband,
he changed his ways howev-
er his evil life would eventu-
ally catch up to him and he
was stabbed by an enemy.
Her two sons decided to
take revenge for their father
murder but St Rita prayed
that they be taken rather
than fall in to sin and within
the year both had died.
Prayer, fasting, penances of
many kinds, and good works
filled her days. She was ad-
mitted to the convent of the
Augustinian nuns at Cascia
in Umbria, and began a life
of perfect obedience and
great charity.

Sister Rita had a great devo-
tion to the Passion of Christ.
"Please let me suffer like
you, Divine Saviour," she
said one day, and suddenly
one of the thorns from the
crucifix struck her on the
forehead. It left a deep
wound which did not heal
and which caused her much
suffering for the rest of her
life. She died on May 22,
1457. She is the patroness of
impossible cases. Her feast
day is May 22. Her Incor-
rupt body remains on dis-
play at the Basilica of St
Rita in Cascia, Italy.

Lord Jesus, you who ac-
cepted that Rita undergo
the worst pain from the
thorn that pierced her fore-
head, which emanated a
horrific smell that was
transformed after her death
to the fragrant aroma of
roses. Grant us that we may
in our lives be your fra-
grant aroma, emanating
the sweet smell of your
Kingdom, Holiness and
Spirit.

To you be glory forever.
Amen.
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Renewal of Marriage Vows

This week, the married couples at the 9.30am family mass will renew their marriage vows, remembering that
their marriage is not only a covenant to each other, but also a covenant with God.

Undoubtedly, if you were to ask each of those couples about their married life to date, their experiences
would vary. For some marriage may be easy, however for many, there are also difficult times. Often as the
marital journey progresses and the pressures of family life, work life or finances increase, they can weigh

heavily on any marriage.

At these times we can be inspired by other Catholics who may have endured difficulties in their married and
family lives. Of course one of them is St Rita whose feast we celebrate this week and St Monica who through

prayer and patience saw her husband convert and her son become a Saint.

Another wonderful example is Elizabeth of Leseur. Elizabeth was born to a wealthy family in Paris in the late
nineteenth century. She married a doctor and they could not have children. She also suffered from chronic

illness. By all accounts her husband was a kind man and they loved each other, but for Elizabeth a crucial element was miss-
ing which caused her great suffering. He, like many in the affluent circles that she mixed with, ridiculed Catholicism and was an
atheist. Elizabeth endured this heartache quietly, all the time praying and offering her suffering to God and secretly writing in
her diary. She prayed patiently and secretly for the conversion of her husband and offered her suffering:

"My present trial seems to me a somewhat painful one, and | have the humiliation of knowing how badly I bore it at first. | now
want to accept and carry this little cross joyfully, to carry it silently, with a smile in my heart and on my lips, in union with the

cross of Christ."

During her lifetime, her husband Felix never converted. However after her death, he found her diary and inspired by it
converted and became a Priest. Her prayers were finally answered, even if it was in her death. Her husband went on to publish
her diary and it is entitled "The Secret Diary of Elizabeth Leseur" and it is widely available. Her diary is full of wonderful pearls of

wisdom that are perhaps even more relevant today then when she wrote them.

"With the Church, | believe that the whole structure of our moral, national and social life is based on the family, and | am
convinced that everything done for the family enhances the greatness and strength of peoples and societies; on the other hand,
they are irretrievably destroyed as soon as the family, the cornerstone of the structure, is attacked."

The cause for her beatification is underway. She is a wonderful example to all lay married couples about how they can serve
each other and their families silently and through prayer. Her diary is a wonderful read for any Catholic.
