Restructure and Renovations for the
Parish and Diocese
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Dear Parishioners,
We are aware that His Excellency Bishop Antoine-Charbel Tarabay has been able to
secure a Government Grant to Build a new and large Aged Care Facility for our elderly
with hopefully 60 beds on the site of the former Hostel on Alfred Street adjoining the
Church carpark. This project is expected to commence around July 2015 and going well
into 2016.
To make way for this important Diocesan Aged Care Facility for our Community we
need to provide a permanent Presbytery/
Residence for the priests serving the par-
ish. After consultation and planning, doc-
=== uments have been submitted to Parra-
 matta Council and a DA obtained to con-
struct an 11 Bedroom Presbytery on top
=] _ of one half of the Community Centre as
you can see from the Plans.
The cost of construction of the New Pres-
bytery will be covered at least 50% by the Diocese/Chancery and the remainder by the
Parish without the Parish borrowing any further, once details have been reviewed by
the new Stewardship Committee and the Bishop and the Diocesan Finance Council and
College of Consultors. The Diocese/Chancery will be covering at least 50% of the cost
as the Bishop and Chancery Offices are being relocated to Level 2. The 50% cost of con-
struction is to reimburse the Parish for this space. The Parish will cover the other half
of the expected costs through some Parish funds that are currently held in reserve,
budgeting and cutting costs, and its current ongoing fundraising events including Feast
week and Parish Committee events.
Also you will notice that members of the previous and new
Stewardship Committee are working on the construction of a
new disabled toilet in the hall whose costs are covered by a
State Government Grant as well as renovation of all the hall
toilet amenities and renovation of the old hall Offices for a
meeting room, covered by donations, to make up for the
meeting area given to the Diocese for the Bishop and Chan-
cery Offices.
His Excellency, with the good record of the Parishioners’ in i
their commitment and generosity and our loan repayment and
fundraising program set up by the previous Stewardship Committee, has been able to
secure the Parish a reduced interest rate from the Catholic Development Fund and the
Bank of Sydney for our 3 Parish loans currently totalling $7,190,000.
These renovation projects and Diocesan restructuring are all to help the Parish and
Diocese serve all our Parishioners and wider Maronite Community well into the future.
We trust in God’s Grace and your on-going support and participation in the parish and
her mission.

St Jugtirv Martyr
1 JUNE

Justin was an ed-
ucated man, who
was raised in a
Greek Pagan
family. He came
to Rome to
search for the
truth about life.
After studying
many different
f%r_rlns ofh H
philosophy he
couldn't find the
answers and the
peace his heart
desired. He met a
man who conversed with him about God.

Inflamed by this conversation, Justin
sought out the Scriptures and came to
love them. Christ words "possess a
terrible power in themselves, and are
sufficient to inspire those who turn aside
from the path of rectitude with awe;
while the sweetest rest is afforded those
who make a diligent practice of them."

So Justin took his newfound faith to the
people. This layman became the first
great apologist for Christianity and
opened the gates of light for so many
others.

Justin was arrested during the
persecution under Marcus Aurelius.
Along with four others he was brought
before the Roman prefect, Rusticus, to
be accused under the law that required
sacrificing to idols. When Rusticus
demanded that they "Obey the gods at
once, and submit to the kings," Justin
responded, "To obey the command-
ments of our Saviour Jesus Christ is
worthy neither of blame nor of
condemnation."

When Rusticus asked what doctrines he
believed, Justin told him that he had
learned all the doctrines available during
his quest but finally submitted to the
true doctrines of the Christians, even
though they didn't please others.

When Rusticus asked where the
Christians gathered, Justin gave a
response that gives us insight into
Christian community and worship of the
time: "Where each one chooses and can:
for do you fancy that we all meet in the
very same place? Not so; because the
God of the Christians is not
circumscribed by place; but being
invisible, fills heaven and earth, and
everywhere is worshipped and glorified
by the faithful."

Just before Rusticus sentenced them he
asked Justin, "If you are killed do you
sur()fose you will go to heaven?" Justin
said, "l do not suppose it, but | know and
am fully persuaded of it."

Justin and his fellow martyrs were

beheaded in the year 165. He is often

known as Justin Martyr and his works are

still available.

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Article of the Week Towards Ecumenism

On his pilgrimage to the Holy Lands, Pope Francis’s gesture
of kissing Patriarch Bartholomew’s hand was powerful and
moving on many levels. It was gesture of the upmost respect
and humility.

For many that wonder why we kiss the Bishops hand and
ring, and why up until recently people kissed priests hands,
it is not only a sign of respect and humility. It acknowledges
that the consecrated Priest handles the Body of Christ as he
prepares Holy Communion.

Pope Francis, like Pope’s before him, has spoken often
about the need for unity among Christian’s and in particular
in working towards unity with our Orthodox brothers and
sisters, a unity of Apostolic Churches. Acknowledging the
divisions of the past as “tragic” Pope Francis asks us to all
look past the disagreements and not to let them paralyse us.
In their joint declaration the Pope and the Patriarch proclaimed:

“There is likewise an urgent need for effective and committed cooperation of Christians in order to safeguard
everywhere the right to express publicly one’s faith and to be treated fairly when promoting that which Christi-
anity continues to offer to contemporary society and culture.” | encourage you to read the full text of the decla-
ration.

The Eastern Churches are perhaps the most well placed to engage and promote the path to unity. For many
centuries we have lived with our Orthodox brothers and sisters and now more than ever, especially for the
Christians of the Middle East who face huge challenges, the urgency for unity is even more profound.

Taking our Maronite Church and the Antiochean Orthodox Church as a simple example, we grew out of the
same tradition. We share the Apostle Peter as the first Bishop of Antioch and we have in common many of the
same Church Teachers and Fathers, including St John Chrysostom, St Ephrem, and St Isaac the Syrian. We share
in the influence of the Monastic traditions of the Syrian Monks, including St Maroun, whose thoughts and ways
have inspired our Liturgies and Traditions. We have lived side by side. Even here in our Maronite Eparchy in Aus-
tralia we have strived towards unity. Recently our Eastern Bishops, Catholic and Orthodox prayed together at
the Palm Sunday Mass at St Charbel’s. We have seen as the Divine Word Family work with all the Eastern
Churches to promote unity and inclusiveness.

So while the Season of the Resurrection is coming to an end, let us not forget what the Resurrection has bought
us and let us remember the words of Pope Francis in the Holy Lands:

“Let us not deprive the world of the joyful message of the resurrection! And let us not be deaf to the powerful
summons to unity which rings out from this very place, in the words of the One who, risen from the dead, calls
