As a member of the Lebanese Maronite Order and as a Saint of the Maronite rite, St Charbel is an exemplar of
the Maronite expression of Catholic holiness and values.

the sacrament emanates from or the spirituality and conju-

gal love of the bride and groom. Simply, the sacrament of
marriage was consigned to a contractual agreement.

The philosophy of Pope Pius XI’s encyclical Casti connubii
lead the Church into a more deeper understanding of the
