In this Sunday’s Gospel passage we have the wise and
the wicked slaves. It begs the question, how do we rate
according to our deeds? What we do with our time is an
indication of the type of person we are.

So let us take some time to consider our own lifestyle.
Are we like the wise servant who is loyal to their family
and workplace and completes all tasks with
commitment? Or are we closer to the wicked slave, who
prefers to indulge in selfish desires at the expense of those around him?

In today’s society we may argue that there are too many temptations and influences,
poor role models and powerful media images, all which deter us off our course. That
may be so, but ultimately they are only excuses. Life is in our hands and the choice is
ours as the Gospel clearly expresses.

The choices we make and the lifestyles we choose are a reflection of our attitude to
work, family and others. In the Gospel account, the wise slave appears to respect the
master and appreciates the responsibility given to him. On the other hand, the
wicked slave neither shows respect for the master, nor for the position that he holds,
but rather engages in a life choice of hatred and abuse. If we are living destructive
lives, perhaps it is time we broke out of that cycle and instead searched for an
opportunity that really brings the best out of us.

That ‘best’ can be remarkable and although, as we have said, there are many negative
influences in life, there are also many wonderful opportunities that lead us to
becoming a wise person that reflects the image of a compassionate God. Amen

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In this case, the Feast of Our
Lady of the Rosary celebrates
the victory of Christian naval
forces at the Battle of Lepanto
on October 7, 1571. At a time
when Christian Europe was
being torn apart by internal
strife and the Reformation, Don
John of Austria destroyed the
Turkish fleet in the Gulf of
Lepanto. His victory was
attributed to the intercession
of the Blessed Virgin Mary, to
whom rosaries were offered
and processions were made in
Rome on the day of the battle.
The feast was instituted by
Pope St. Pius V shortly after the
victory, and Pope Clement Xl
extended it to the entire
Church in celebration of
another victory over the
Turkish Muslims in 1716.

participants of society, the scope and demands
of our everyday lives increase and most of the time become
quite overwhelming. In between our commitments to our families and
workplaces, we more often than not, fail to find time to develop our relationship
with God, who, as the Church teaches, should be at the centre of our lives.

Retreatants observed
the Great Silence, which began on Thursday evening and ended on Sunday
afternoon, where no speaking was permitted and detachment from the outside
world was encouraged. This was implemented so as to completely empty themselves
from their distractions and to endeavor to better attune themselves to hear God and
11:Ieel God’s presence, which grants sharp clarity, offers vital renewal and sancti-
es.
By emptying themselves from the superfluous of their lives, retreatants consciously
laboured to create a sacred space and invite God to enter, who profoundly enriched
their inner-beings through prayer and meditation.

grandeur and glory, to be immanent,
desiring for us to be in greater harmony
with Him. Inspired by this instruction,
they came to know and understand that
God yearns to dwell within them and
they are called to dwell within Him.
Retreatants thoroughly enjoyed their
weekend, which was spiritually
nourishing and imparted abundant
graces that we hope will radiate Christ’s
mercy, love and peace within their lives
and be a witness to all those around
them, making the Kingdom a reality,
bringing glory to God.
