and others who don’t. One ponders then why living in
Australia, this concern for the needy, appears to be losing its appeal.

With the digital revolution here, we have now immediate access to all parts of
the world. As a result we see thousands of images in a day. Has this somehow
made us less sensitive to the images of those suffering? Then on top of that we
have the advertising media which strives to harness all our attention to
convince us that we must constantly purchase or else we are deprived. Has this
allured our hearts away from humanity to be concerned more with material
goods? And finally we have the film industry where blockbusters promote
having it all, being in control and appearing unconquerable. Has this suggested
to many of us that vulnerability and gentle forgiveness are out of fad?

The time and context we live in encourages an affluent lifestyle, monetary
success and enhancing beauty. It leaves no room for others, particularly those
whose status in life is well beneath our current standing. Yet these values are in
harsh contrast to what our Gospel emphasises, which is focussed on
compassion, mercy, tenderness, concern and love. Maybe we need to pause for
a moment and ask ourselves, have we sold our souls, deadened our hearts,
numbed our minds and blinded our vision, all for the sake of something that
glitters? Remember all that glitters is not gold. Amen

Shepherd’'s' Covner
“THE FEELING OF SHAME IN THE PRESENCE OF GOD IS AGRACE......”

The Holy Father reflected on the Sacrament of Reconciliation and the forgiveness of
God during his homily at Casa Santa Marta this week. He reflected on St Paul’s
letter to the Romans where Paul acknowledged that he was a “slave” to sin and that
this condition was the manifestation of all Christians’ struggle in “the life of faith.”
The Pope stressed the meaning of confessing one's sins with “concreteness”. We
see and hear about so many people who prefer to “confess to God” so as to have
no contact with anyone. Others, he continued, will go to confession but say “so
many up-in-the-air things, that they don’t have anything concrete.” In confessing
such a way, is the “same as not doing it.” “Confessing our sins is not going to a
psychiatrist, or to a torture chamber: it’s saying to the Lord, ‘Lord, | am a sinner,’
but saying it through the brother, because this says it concretely. ‘1 am sinner
because of this, that and the other thing’”, the Holy Father said. He goes on to tell
us that we need to become like a little child who goes to confession and freely
speaks about all that he or she have done without holding anything back. He tells us
that “they (the children) have that simplicity of the truth but we always have the
tendency to hide the reality of our failings.”

He concluded by saying that “to feel shame in the moment of confessing one’s sins
in the presence of God is a grace.” In our world today, many consider that the
acknowledgement of wrong doing or asking for forgiveness is a sign of weakness.
We often let our pride overtake our consciousness of shame and think that our rank
or our prestige in society does not allow
us to stoop down and say that “lam a
sinner” or “l am sorry”. Even worse we
think that confessing our sins to a priest is
a further sign of humiliation and
therefore deprive ourselves from the
grace of this holy sacrament. As Christians
we need to live this culture of forgiveness
and acknowledge just like St Paul did that
we are “slaves to sin”. It is only then that
we can truly be reconciled with God and
with each other.

Roman magistrate, who asked Him
publicly whether He were a king or
not; after His resurrection, when
giving to His Apostles the mission of
teaching and Baptizing all nations,
He took the opportunity to call
Himself king, confirming the title
publicly, and solemnly proclaimed
that all power was given Him in
Heaven and on earth. These words
can only be taken to indicate the
greatness of his power, the infinite
extent of His kingdom. What
wonder, then, that He Whom St.
John calls the "prince of the kings of
the earth" appears in the Apostle's
vision of the future as He Who "hath
on His garment and on His thigh
written 'King of kings and Lord of
lords!"." It is Christ Whom the Father
"hath appointed heir of all things";
"for He must reign until at the end of
the world He hath put all his
enemies under the feet of God and
the Father."

It was surely right, then, in view of
the common teaching of the sacred
books, that the Catholic Church,
which is the kingdom of Christ on
earth, destined to be spread among
all men and all nations, should with
every token of veneration salute her
Author and Founder in her annual
liturgy as King and Lord, and as King
of Kings. And, in fact, she used these
titles, giving expression with
wonderful variety of language to one
and the same concept, both in
ancient psalmody and in the
Sacramentaries.

All Souls Day is a solemn feast in the Catholic Church commemorating all of those who have died
and now are in Purgatory, being cleansed of their venial sins and the temporal punishments for
the mortal sins that they had confessed and atoning before entering fully into Heaven. :

On All Souls Day, we not only remember the dead, but we apply our efforts, through prayer, almsgiving, and the Mass, to
their release from Purgatory. There are two plenary indulgences attached to All Souls Day, one for visiting a church and
another for visiting a cemetery. (The plenary indulgence for visiting a cemetery can also be obtained every day from
November 1-8, and, as a partial indulgence, on any day of the year.) While the actions are performed by the living, the
merits of the indulgences are applicable only to the souls in Purgatory.
Praying for the dead is a Christian obligation. In the modern world, when many have come to doubt the Church's teaching
on Purgatory, the need for such prayers has only increased. The Churchdevotes the month of November to prayer for the
Holy Souls in Purgatory, and participation in the Mass of All Souls Day is a good way to begin the month.
