B ~ lthasbeena very busy week! Last Tuesday night | was very honoured to
: be able to represent the Maronite Church and attend a special
o Ecumenical Gathering at St Elias’s Melkite Church in Guildford under the
theme of “1 in Christ”. This gathering brought together people from
seven different Churches. The representatives from each of the
Churches were given an opportunity to talk about their different
traditions. Pondering on this wonderful experience made me reflect
more and more on our Sacred Tradition. Sacred Tradition is God’s
revealed word handed down by the living teaching authority established
by Christ in the Church. This includes both written tradition (Holy
Scripture) and unwritten tradition received from Christ and handed
“ down orally by the apostles and their successors. This tradition is like a
lantern that shines in the dark opening up our eyes, hearts and minds to
the truth in the same way that the eyes of Bartimaeus were opened.
B ) ) ) Over the years each Church has developed its own liturgical and spiritual
traditions and added its own charisms to enrich it. When you put all these lanterns of tradition together, the light of our
Lord Jesus shines even brighter in our lives. Their unity radiates the splendor of his love for us so that we too can radiate
the same light and love and truly become “1 in Christ”.

The light of our Lord continues to be radiate in our parish touching all our parishioners and especially our children. This
week 107 children who are preparing for their Holy Communion received the Sacrament of Reconciliation. This is a very big
step for them as they develop their relationship with Christ and also with their neighbour.

Article of the Week - Jidoo!

Youseff Bazouni, my late grandfather, was about one
hundred years old at the time, his eyes were drying up, and
the doctors told us he was going blind. | regularly put his
prescribed eye drops into his eyes to help relieve some of his
pain, but | was torn inside because | knew the hard truth; he
was not likely to get better.

Now one day when | finished my day at Sydney Uni, and
after my long walk back home from Merrylands station, |
finally arrived to find him sitting on the front porch. He loved
to sit there and done so for many years, maybe because he
liked to greet me as soon as | came home, or maybe because
he saw people walking up and down the street and enjoyed
the sight. A sight that was rapidly diminishing from him.
Furthermore, | noticed for many years he always had his
right hand in his left jacket pocket, | picked up on this detail
because every time when | came to shake his hands to greet
him after my long journey, he would give me his left hand.

Nevertheless, this particular day seemed oddly different. It
was early spring, late in the afternoon just before the
twilight hours; the air was dry and cold. | looked into his
eyes, they were red and puffy and he struggled to open
them, | couldn't imagine the pain he was in, yet not once did
he ever complain.

Tired from studying and walking home, thirsty, and so eager
to get inside to relax and drink, | reluctantly asked him,
Jidoo, ash bek? (Grandfather what's wrong?) He immediately
replied, ma benna she (nothing's wrong with me). Not
pleased with the response, | felt compelled to ask him one
more question that had been on my mind for a while before
| hurry on inside, lash eidek ba jaketek? (why is your hand in
you jacket?). He didn't say a word, instead he slowly moved
his right hand half way out of his pocket and | caught a small
glimpse of the old wooden Rosary he was holding, and then
he humbly hid it back into his pocket while still firmly

grasping onto it. | then , w 9%’
greedily asked him, Jidoo salilii &8 .
(grandfather pray for me), and
he replied in an almost
worried tone of voice, min ol
manna am salilek (who said
I'm not already praying for
you).

| was speechless when | came
to the realisation that all these *
years, he was actually praying
for me while waiting for me to
come home from Uni. At that
moment, | contemplated a
truth that made me feel
uncomfortable... | was the blind one.

| decided to stop, sit down with him, and keep him company
for a little while. Sometimes, our hectic lives can make us
blind to the most beautiful things in this world, even if they
are right in front of us. In order to restore vision to
ourselves, we must slow down or stop what we are doing,
pray for a stronger faith in Jesus, and then He will show us
true beauty and love.

Previously my Jidoo told me stories about the wars, and how
he had travelled and worked around the world, he told me
about my grandmother that | barely knew, and about many
of his best friends including Hannah El Kabirr (Big John)
whom all died before him. | was amazed at how God gave
him this incredible life and at how much he had experienced,
yet all he thought about right now, in this present moment,
was to pray for his Grandson. My faith was suddenly
strengthened through his astounding example of humility. |
was no longer blind.

The College was established on 1 January 1973 by Principal Sr Juliette Ghorayeb and Sr Constance Bacha
who laid the foundations for Our Lady of Lebanon School (OLOL), aided by Monsignor Peter Ziade. The
school opened its doors with an enrolment of 115 students under Our Lady of Lebanon Church. The early
conditions were austere, with an uncarpeted, unpainted building and few amenities.

I Forty two years on, the College has now developed into a Primary and Secondary school catering for
1200 students with excellent amenities and facilities. More so is its high level of faith formation which is
second to none. Children are formed in their faith according to the Maronite Rite within the charism and identity of the
Maronite Sisters of the Holy Family founded by Patriarch Elias Howayek. The College endeavours to deepen the faith of its
students, to strengthen their hope, to extend their love and friendship, and to develop in them a respect for all people
through good manners, respect for authority, and dedication to work. It is hoped that a student who has completed a
major part of their education at MCHF will become: Disciples of Christ; faithful to their Maronite Catholic upbringing;
people of justice, service and love; mature; intellectually competent; possess necessary life skills and physically adept.

This year the Principal Sr Margaret Ghosn chose the theme: ‘In God’s Image.’ This theme speaks volumes to us. It reminds
us who we were made for and how we are to conduct our everyday lives. And this is the true picture of the Maronite
College of the Holy Family.
