Shepherd’'s Corner — OUR CHILDREN - A GIFT FROM GOD

Dearest Brothers and Sisters,

Welcome to the Season of Pentecost. The Feast of Pentecost commemorates the day on which Jesus’ disciples
received the Hon Spirit. It was a moment in time when God broke into humanity to fulfil the promise that Jesus made

to His disciples: “The Advocate, the Holy Spirit that the Father will send in my name — He will teach you everything
and remind you of all that | told you.” (John 14: 26). Jesus knew that the gift of the Holy Spirit was the most important
gift He could give them because it was the same Holy Spirit that led Jesus throughout His life. “He grew and became
strong, filled with wisdom; and the favour of God was upon Him.” (Luke 2:40) Pentecost began a new era in which
everyone, regardless of his or her language of origin, could hear the word of God through the Spirit. Pentecost is a
time for each of us to hear God’s personal invitation to live a baptized life. The question is whether we will respond to
Hij r:r;eisag_e or will His message be drowned out by the languages of the world that we are accustomed to hearing on
a daily basis.

Continuing on the topic of the family, | would like to turn this week to the most precious gift from God — our children.
Pope Francis says that children are gift to parents and society, and that there is no future for a civilization which views
them as merely an inconvenience. Children, he said, “are the fruit of their parents’ love and a gift of God, whose own
infinite love bestows inviolable dignity and worth upon each person who comes into the world.” He continues by
noting how everyone has had the experience of being a child. To be children, he said, allows us to discover the free
dimension of love, and to have the experience of being loved before doing anything to deserve it.

As parents do we cherish this gift by encouraging and supporting our children or do we discourage them by trying to
control and dictate? Do we allow them to develop their own character or do we try to form them in a way that only
suits us without allowing them to grow? Khalil Gebran, the famous Lebanese philosopher and poet says, “Your
children are not yours, they are the children of life.” If we are good examples for them, then they will grow and learn
through this example and the good life experiences that we provide. However, if we are bad examples, then we
cannot blame them for choosing the wrong paths.

It was only last year that | learned to look at the Feast of Pentecost in a new way
after reading an article by Fr Ronald Rolheiser. |

You see in the past | often wondered why did the disciples need Pentecost? | mean |
the]{] lived with Jesus and were witnesses to the resurrection. Jesus even appeared :
to them. They heard, touched, held, ate with him and saw him “ascend”. Is that not |
enough? i

A part of the answer lies in the fact that we are looking “back” after the event. You
see even after Jesus was raised, the apostles remained frightened and when they i
had gathered, the “doors were closed” (Jn 20:19). Things still did not make full :
sense. They waited 50 days for Pentecost (The word in Greek means the 50th day). |

: Jesus was no longer present physically and the disciples missed him. Even in his :
! post-resurrectional appearances he was not the same. | mean they did not recognise him (See Jn 20:14). But |
iJesus tried to Erepare them for this when he told them that “In a little while you will see me no more, and then
- after a little while you will see me” (Jn 16:16).

| Poor disciples looked so confused, worried and scared. They felt orphaned simply because they were used to the |
- physical presence of Jesus and he was no longer. Their eyes got used to Jesus and now they cannot see him :

Mother & Sow - POPE FRANCIS HAS A PERSONAL, INTIMATE DEVOTION TO MARY
; NS Although his devotion to the Mother of God is profound, it is simple in many ways:
Mary is a mother to every believer; Jesus would not leave his followers orphans.

&4 While his connection to Mary clearly is a matter of heart and mind, it is also physical.

= Honoring the Mother of God, of course, is a solid part of Catholic tradition and a

M mainstay in the devotion and teaching of the popes. St. John Paul II’'s motto, “Totus
Tuus” (“All yours”), and the large M on his coat of arms were just the most graphic
elements of a devotion that led to a whole body of teaching about Mary, her role in
Catholics’ faith life and the importance of praying the rosary.

Pope Francis would not have an argument with any of Pope St. John Paul’s Marian piety or discourse.

But there are differences... “The sense of Pope Francis’ devotion to Mary is a little more personal, more intimate”
than St. John Paul’s was, said Redemptorist Father Sabatino Majorano, a professor at Rome’s Alphonsianum
Institute. Pope Francis expresses “that feeling that exists between a son and his mother, where | think Pope John
Paul’s was more that of a subject and his queen.”

The difference, he believes, comes from their roots: Pope Francis’ Latin roots — not just in Argentina, but also
from his Italian family — and St. John Paul’s Slavic, Polish culture.

Pope Francis’ habit of touching images of Mary is a typical Latin American gesture. At Mass and other formal
liturgical services, Pope Francis uses incense to bless the Marian images. He notices the images and often
comments on them.

Visiting Naples in March, Pope Francis told priests, nuns, and seminarians that one way to make sure Jesus is the
center of their lives is to ask “his mother to take you to him. A priest, a brother, a nun who does not love Mary,
who does not pray to her — | would even say one who does not recite the rosary — well, if you don’t love the
mother, the mother will not give you the Son.”

In his official proclamation of the 2015-2016 Year of Mercy, Pope Francis wrote, “Mary attests that the mercy of
the son of God knows no bounds and extends to everyone, without exception. Let us address her in the words of
the ‘Salve Regina,’ (‘Hail Holy Queen’) a prayer ever ancient and new, so that she may never tire of turning her
merciful eyes toward us, and make us worthy to contemplate the face of mercy, her son Jesus.”
