The Servant’ s Word,
THE IMPORTANCE OF DIALOGUE

Brothers and Sisters in Christ, J

This week we reflect on the dialogue that takes place between Jesus and
Nicodemus. Nicodemus is a well-known character in the Gospel of Saint John
and appears many times. He was a Pharisee and leader of the Jews who was
held in high regard among his people. He was very fascinated by the work of
Jesus but failed in understanding everything that Jesus said or did. For this
reason, he comes to him secretly “by night.” Although in secret, the dialogue
between Jesus and Nicodemus was extremely important in awakening the faith
of Nicodemus to truly understand the teaching of Jesus. The concept of being
born again or born from above is not a very easy concept to understand without
faith. However, through the conversation Jesus explains to him the meaning of
this new birth and he is led on a path of conversion, a new life.

For us too, conversing with the Lord is so important. It doesn’t matter at what time, which place or how, but the
channel of dialogue must always be open. It is through this constant dialogue that we are allowed to open up to
Jesus and more importantly for him to open up to us so that he can make things clearer for us and we can come
to an understanding of what he has planned for us. Dialogue is also important between the people that we love
and work with. It is very important to speak to one-another and be open with each other. Through dialogue we
can come to an understanding of different points of view. The key however is that we listen to each other with
respect and empathy and without judgement.

Speaking of dialogue, the coming week (18-25 January) is the week of prayer for Christian Unity. On the occasion
of the 500th anniversary year of the beginnings of the Reformation, the theme: "Reconciliation — The Love of
Christ Compels Us" (2 Corinthians 5:14-20) has been chosen and revolves around two accents: reflection upon
the main concerns of the churches marked by Martin Luther's Reformation and secondly recognizing the pain of
the subsequent deep divisions which afflicted the unity of the Church. Let us join our Lord in prayer as he did in
John 17:11; “And now | am no longer in the world, but they are in the world, and | am coming to you. Holy

Father, protect them in your name that you have given me, so that they may be one, as we are one”; so that we
can all be united one day in our Lord.

Finally, | would like to wish you all a Happy Australia Day for the 26th January. This beautiful and vast land which
we live in has united many peoples and cultures. Australia is a country where dialogue is at the core of its being
and because of this dialogue the diversity of all nations can flourish under the Australian flag. May God bless
Australia and protect all her citizens so that it can continue to prosper and be a home for all of us.

s : Birth is the beginning of life... to be born from above is to be born
again - that is, to begin to live a new life. By the power of the Holy Spirit,

a great change is made in the heart of a sinner, and this new birth from
heaven cannot be the same as that which was before. It means that
something is done in us, and for us, which we cannot do for ourselves.
| We are renewed with a new nature, new affections, and new aims. This
regenerating work of the Holy Spirit is compared to wind and water.
Without that new birth which is wrought by the Spirit, and signified by
d Baptism, we cannot see the kingdom of Heaven. God directs the Spirit
who sends His influences where, and when, on whom, and in what
measure and degree, He pleases.

When our lives are consumed by the things of this world, we may sometimes feel hopeless and the temptations
are too strong to resist. Isn’t it wonderful that our God does not close the doors of salvation on our yearning
hearts, just because we continue to fall? By virtue of our Baptism, we are already on the path to Heaven, but we
must ‘walk the walk’” and not just ‘talk the talk’. It is, by far, easier to preach the Word of God than to live it. If not
for the power of the Holy Spirit at work in our lives and in our soul, we would rightly have little hope in our
salvation. For it is the Spirit of God who knows the very depth of our being and every intention of our heart, and
through His influence our lives are changed for the better — but only if we choose to make this change through
our own free will. Those who have been forgiven much love much, and it is the converted soul that is the most
generous soul of all. The birth pains of change are as real as any other birth. There is struggle and there is
difficulty in the process. Our consolation is in knowing that our rebirth is initiated from above and we must cling
to that hope and faith that also comes by that same power of the Holy Spirit. He came to bring fire to the earth,
and it’s up to us to allow that fire to be blazing in our hearts.
