THE GOSPEL

On the third day there was a wedding in
Cana of Galilee, and the mother of Jesus
was there. Jesus and his disciples had also
been invited to the wedding. When the wine
gave out, the mother of Jesus said to him,
“They have no wine.” And Jesus said to her,
“Woman, what concern is that to you and to
me? My hour has not yet come.” His mother
said to the servants, “Do whatever he tells
you.”

Now standing there were six stone water
jars for the Jewish rites of purification, each
holding twenty or thirty gallons. Jesus said
to them, “Fill the jars with water.” And they
filled them up to the brim. He said to them,
“Now draw some out, and take it to the
chief steward.” So they took it. When the
steward tasted the water that had become
wine, and did not know where it came from
(though the servants who had drawn the
water knew), the steward called the
bridegroom and said to him, “Everyone
serves the good wine first, and then the
inferior wine after the guests have become
drunk. But you have kept the good wine
until now.”

Jesus did this, the first of his signs, in Cana
of Galilee, and revealed his glory; and his
disciples believed in him. After this he went
down to Capernaum with his mother, his
brothers, and his disciples; and they
remained there a few days.

EGINNING LENT

Welcome to the Season of Lent and our Maronite
Lectionary offers us the great story of the Wedding at
Cana, to tell us that though we enter Lent with fasting
and abstinence, there is at the end of it all, and invitation
to celebration and rejoicing. This Gospel passage has a
number of important messages.

FIRSTLY, jesus takes water jars meant for
purification and instead turns them into wine. Right from
the outset of his ministry, Jesus was challenging the
religious system that demanded purification as a law. He
was not interested in pointing out the sins of people and
the necessity to wash themselves clean. He already saw
the goodness in others.

SECHHDLH, the turning of water into wine is the
first ‘sign’ in John's Gospel (the word miracle is replaced
with word sign in John’s Gospel). It reveals Jesus came
with divine power and purpose.

THIRDLY, Mary, the Mother of Jesus, plays a crucial
role. It is she that notices the wine has run out and sets
the stage, instigating the first sign from Jesus.

FOURTHLY, jesus performs this sign without

seeking attention or recognition. He performs the
changing of the water into wine in a town in Galilee. So
from the outset, we know Jesus has come for ordinary
folk and seeks not power and prestige but rather to offer
hope and love.

FIFTHLY, jesus attends the wedding and provides
the good wine. He invites us also to join in celebration
and to live life abundantly.

S0 as we enter the Season of Lent, we pray to go through
this time, offering hope to others and trusting in God'’s
loving presence.

The Servant’ s Word,
LENT HAS COME AGAIN...

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The Season of Great Lent has approached us, and it is the perfect time for each of us to retreat into the spirit of
contemplation and penance. As we prepare our souls to participate in Christ’s Passion, Death and Resurrection over the
next 7 weeks, it is good to be reminded of how we can best achieve this spiritual nourishment in body and soul.

Our Patriarch has given the following recommendations for all Maronites to follow throughout the Season:

o No food or drink from midnight to midday during Lent, with the exception of water (this does not apply to those who

require medication during these hours).
No meat or dairy on Fridays of Lent.

No fasting or abstinence on Saturdays and Sundays (except Easter Saturday).

No fasting or abstinence on the Feast days occurring in Lent.

Abstinence from meat throughout the first week of Lent, beginning Ash Monday 27"
February 2017, and throughout the last week of Lent (i.e. Holy Week).

For Catholics, thls is the most important Season of the year - as St. Paul tells us “If Christ had not died and risen, our falth
would be in vain.” Therefore, it is vital that we take this opportunity to refresh our faith, by way of knowledge and deeds.
Let us begin by deepening our personal relationship with Christ crucified, and strive to imitate His selfless love for others.
If we do not know the depth of God’s love for us, how can we love Him as we should?

Our parish family is blessed to be provided with many options to help us fulfil our Lenten obligations. Let’s begin our
journey together with Ash Monday celebrations which will take place at 7am, 8.45am, 5pm and 7pm. | ask that if you are
not able to attend the full Mass, then at least spend the first 25 minutes to participate in the Service of the Word and the
Rite of Blessing of the Ashes. Stations of the Cross, Evening Prayers and Adoration of the Cross will take place every Friday
of Lent at 6pm in Arabic and 8pm in English. If you're able to help with almsgiving — feeding, clothing, sheltering the poor
and needy — the Heaven on Earth team is grateful for your assistance. If you’d like to learn more about the Faith, we have
the Family of the Divine Word, Bible Study group, and the English Faith Formation (EFF) team ready to welcome you on
separate weeknights. The EFF course on Lent continues Monday nights. For the younger ones, we have the Fersen and
Teens (Years 7 to 9) at OLOL every Saturday afternoon and Come Alive (Years 10 to 12) every second Wednesday night. The
Youth (MYO) have their annual Lenten Retreat in late March. The Seniors Committee are also preparing many activities and
the Sodality will be holding a Lenten lunch every Wednesday at 12pm. Please take time to browse this week’s newsletter
for details regarding all of these groups within our Community, and consider participating this Lent in a program that will
help you to prepare for the glorious Resurrection in a way that pleases the Lord.

Let us continue to give thanks to God for all His blessings and graces showered upon our families and clergy, while offering
our prayers and penances for the salvation of all souls. May God bless you and grant you perseverance in prayer and

endurance in all trials.
