~ The Sunday of the Blind is the sixth Sunday in the season of Great Lent
and brings us into the final two weeks of our Lenten Journey. Bartimaeus
(the blind man) from today’s Gospel can teach us many things. We can
sometimes fall in to the trap of thinking the things we lack can prohibit us
. or exclude us from being happy or from reaching out to God and being
close with him; Bartimaeus shows us otherwise. Despite being blind and

voice to call out to him. Bartimaeus also teaches us to be courageous; when the people tried to silence him, he
ignored them and continued to cry out, asking for Jesus to show him mercy.

Jesus’ name; however, like Bartimaeus we are called to be courageous and fearless in acknowledging Jesus as our
Lord and Saviour.

The same Jesus who passed by Bartimaeus
is alive. | know that no matter what has happened in our past, Jesus walks
into the dusty streets of our lives every day. We purely need the eyes of faith
to see Him and the transformed heart to follow Him on the way.

Eucharistic adoration is an affirmation of our faith. There, we give witness to
our belief that Our Lord is truly dwelling with His people. There is Eucharistic adoration at Our Lady of Lebanon
Co-Cathedral every Thursday night at 8pm, | get so inspired by the many stories told of how Eucharistic adoration
has changed people’s life and brought them closer to God.

Also for faith to be strong, it seeks understanding. The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches us: “It is
intrinsic to faith that a believer desires to know better the One in whom he has put his faith, and to understand
better what He has revealed; a more penetrating knowledge will in turn call forth a greater faith...” CCC148.
The Word of God is nourishment for our soul, let’s resolve to do more spiritual readings, especially the gospel to
get to know God and His word.

The devil works very hard to tempt us and deceive us especially when it’s clear we are working to strengthen our
faith. What gives us the power over evil? Prayer: Talk to God, pour your heart to Him. Allocate specific time daily
to pray and commit to it. "When darkness surrounds us and our soul is blind and restless, we have to go to the
Light, like Bartimaeus. Repeat, shout, cry out ever more strongly, Lord, that | may see... And daylight will dawn
upon you, and you will be able to enjoy the brightness He grants you." (St Josemaria)

Finally, don’t forget in every journey in your life, to invite our Lady to help you with her intercession. The Virgin
Mary most perfectly embodies the obedience of faith. “Before, by yourself, you couldn’t. Now, you’ve turned to
our Lady, and with her, how easy!”
