HOSANNA!

Dearest Brothers and Sisters,
Hosanna Sunday takes us back two thousand years to the joyful shouts of the children in
Jerusalem who welcomed Jesus as he rode on the back of a donkey. Many themes emerge
from this Gospel passage which the Maronite Church celebrates with great fervour every
year before we enter the solemnity of Passion Week. Themes of victory and humility are
always prominently spoken about. But what does this word “Hosanna” really mean? The
word Hosanna is a Hebrew shout of triumph and rejoicing which means “save us now, we
pray!” More than that, it is a prayer for salvation and a plea for deliverance. In the Divine
Liturgy, today, this word appears eleven times and during the procession it will come up
several times through the hymns and through the cries of the parishioners who gather to
relive that victorious day.

However, are we truly living this Hosanna in our lives? Is our faith as strong and as fervent as our shouts? Are we like the
same people who cried out the next day “crucify him” or are we like the centurion who proclaimed that “this man truly was
the Son of God?”

In our lives, we experience these three phases in our faith journey. Unfortunately, we experience the “crucify him” phase
more than others. This takes place when we are feeling down, when we are feeling rejected, when despair overcomes our
lives for the many reasons that it does. We feel that the whole world is working against us. You and | are faced with these
moments every day. However, it is in these moments that our true faith is revealed. For the centurion, the divinity of Jesus
was revealed through his suffering and death. For us who already know Jesus, his saving grace is revealed through our own
pain and suffering because he is the response. The response to Hosanna is offcourse, Jesus, which means, the Lord saves.
Hence, we need to learn to cry out “Hosanna” every day of our lives, especially in our darkest moments. It is our plea for
deliverance from our despair!

Tonight we begin Passion Week with the Rite of Arrival at Harbour at 9.30pm. Following this, every day we will celebrate a
particular liturgy that will lead us to cry out “Christ is Risen”. Please ensure to take a copy of the program so that you do not
miss out on celebrating these important events in the history of Salvation.

All our committees have been very busy in the week that has passed preparing for Easter and the celebrations that follow.
A special thank you to everyone who participated in the Lenten lunches with the Sodality of the Immaculate Conception.

PASSION WEEK

As we enter Passion week, Jesus invites us to share in his passion on his way to
Calvary. Jesus carries His cross, soaked in blood, tormented by the soldiers, as
bystanders weep for him. We remember that Jesus became flesh to be our new
sacrificial lamb, His destiny was to endure this passion to atone our sins and
give us life.

Our Lord Jesus entered Zion, for the great feast. He was ready to endure pain,
that would save us. (Psalm of the Readings-Passion Week Liturgy)

On Thursday, in the Maronite Church we celebrate the Liturgy of the Last
Supper. Jesus with His disciples gather and are celebrating a Jewish festival - )

called the Passover. It is no coincidence that on this day the disciples and Jesus celebrate the Jewish tradition of
sacrificing a Lamb and marking their doors with its blood. It is on this day that the old covenant is finished and a
new covenant put in place. Jesus has come to become the new sacrificial lamb. Jesus will be wounded and
pierced, to heal our wounds, to forgive our sins and give us new life through his resurrection.

But he was wounded for our transgressions, crushed for our iniquities; upon him was the punishment that made
us whole, and by his bruises we are healed. (Isaiah 53:5)

We know from scripture that Judas leaves this supper and has agreed to betray Jesus. Jesus then goes to the
Mount of Olives with his disciples and prays, as he knows what is about to come. Here on the Mount of Olives,
Jesus awaits his inevitable scourging and death. It is clear that Jesus is afraid of His fate, He calls out to His Father
to ask him “Father, if you are willing, remove this cup from me; yet, not my will but yours be done” (Luke 22:42)
and he begins to sweat blood. Jesus asked His disciples to keep him company at this time and invites us also. Join
Him in prayer on Thursday of the Mysteries (Holy Thursday), comfort Jesus as he dwells on what is about to take
place, or simply just be with him, he waits for us in the tabernacle. The church will be open all night on this
Thursday, please feel free to come and pray with Jesus.

Innocent and spotless Lamb, you were led to the cross in silence, carrying the sins of the world.
Make us worthy to share in your life-giving passion, as we exchange our sacrifice for your sacrifice
and our love for your love. May your glorious resurrection fill us with joy, and we raise glory to you,
to your Father, and to your Holy Spirit, forever. Amen. (Liturgy of the word: Opening Prayer)
