This Sunday’s resurrection appearance is a long account telling
the story of the encounter between the Risen Jesus and two
disciples. The impact of Jesus’ glorious resurrection is better
captured when we truly enter into the world of the grieving
disciples. When we can know the depth of their sorrow, then
we can grasp their great joy.

In this Gospel passage two disciples have decided to travel to
Emmaus — probably to get away from the gloom, and to clear
their heads over the tragic events that have occurred. When
Jesus appears, ‘their eyes were kept from recognising

him’ (v16). They were not ready yet to see a new perspective,
to experience a new hoge. Their grief had blinded them to the
light. As Jesus walks with them, he discovers they have been
talking about him, ‘Are you the only stranger in Jerusalem who
does not know the things that have taken place there in these
days?’ (v18). For these two disciples, the story of their grief is
all encompassing, so much so, that the event of the death still
looms large in their minds and overshadows everything else. It
is as if the world has been struck down and all have
experienced the great sorrow. Furthermore, their conversation
revolves around the one who has died. It is in their minds, in
their words, day and night, consumin$ them. Grief needs to
relive over and over again the story of the one who has died,
from the fear that they may be forgotten.

Jesus travels with the two disciples, sharing their story, but
also inviting them to see it from another perceptive. He offers
them new Insight, gives meaning to what seemed futile, and
honours their journey as he moves them from sorrow to a new
stage in life.

The two disciples invite Jesus to spend the night with them, for
grieving people need company and support. Jesus accepts,
willing to be there for those who call out, and in those
moments of gentle understanding and companionship, the
ones who dwell in darkness, soon come to see a new cfawning
in their lives.

Living the Mass in your daily life

Today in our Maronite Church we here the familiar Gospel passage about the two
disciples on the road to Emmaus. Luke’s Gospel tells us the story of the Road to
Emmaus (Luke 24:13-32) were on the road to Emmaus, two of Jesus’s disciples

Y encounter the Risen Lord along the road. Although they could not recognize him to
begin with, after they here the scriptures proclaimed to them and participate in the
breaking of the bread — their eyes are opened to finally recognize Jesus. The disciples
remarked to each other: “were not out hearts burning when he spoke to us about the
scriptures” and when they returned to Jerusalem, they told the story to the other
disciples, and how Jesus had been made known to them in the breaking of the bread.
This combination of hearing the Word of God from the Scriptures and partaking in the
Eucharistic celebrations is the most central way in which Jesus makes himself known
to the Church today, the celebration of the Mass. Like the two disciples on the road to

Emmaus, Jesus walks with us and makes himself completely known to us through the
Mass. However, the question remains, how do we respond after sharing in this beautiful mystery. The disciples
on the Emmaus road, immediately got up and went back to Jerusalem to be with the other followers of Christ
and lived their lives inspired and guided by the communion and transformation they experienced from hearing
the word of God and receiving the Word of God in the Eucharist. For us today, we must make strong efforts to
share and live our lives inspired by the love and communion found in the Mass. If we see the Eucharist as a big
vitamin pill for our own private spiritual health, or go to Mass locked in our own little world, then we
misunderstand it. Receiving the Eucharist is not just a private act of faith but a public sign of Commitment to our
relationship with Jesus AND with one another as Christ’s body. Some practical things we can do to live in this
spirit: Comfort those in need, pray for the people who we know are in need and also try to care for their physical
needs, show our appreciation for the tireless work of our priests and other volunteers who work so selflessly in
our parish. In the Mass, we are called to receive love to then share that love with everyone we encounter.

A big thank you to our Fersan leaders and all who helped and attended the Fersan Fete last Sunday, the day was
a success. We also held a Retreat day for all the leaders of our parish, we pray God’s continual blessing on all
those who selflessly serve. This week our Pastoral Council met on Wednesday night to discuss and plan many
upcoming events including the visit of His Eminence Leonardo Cardinal Sandri — Prefect of the Congregation for
Oriental Churches. The 11am Mass on the 7th of May will be celebrated by Bishop Antoine Charbel Tarabay and
presided by Cardinal Sandri to mark this important visit. On the 13th of May there will be a procession from our
Parish to St Patrick’s Cathedral in Parramatta to mark the 100 year anniversary of the Fatima Apparitions. The
morning will begin at 9am with prayers here at Our Lady and conclude with Mass at St Patrick’s. Finally, our
Annual Parish Gala Fund Raiser Dinner will take place on the 26th of May at the Clarence House in Belmore. To
book please contact the Parish office.

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Examining our relationship with Christ

Whenever we consider our relationship with Christ it appears we only ever
consider it from a single perspective. That is, we tend to only ever look at what
we supposedly do for Him. Whenever we look at it from His perspective we tend
to only look at what He supposedly hasn't done for us. And so with this
perspective many people live their life disconnected from Our Lord pitying
themselves as being the ones who always do the right things for Christ, the
prayers, the good works, the sacrifices and yet receiving very little in return. The
only pity one should ever have is for themselves if they discover that they hold
such a distorted perspective. We could sit here and reflect on all the things that
Christ in fact has and continues to do for us, all His sacrifices, which ring for an
eternity. But our aim is to go beyond this and see why is it in the present
moment that we are unable to see what He truly does for us?

The issue is a lack of being silent. Not only silence in its exterior form, but
interior silence. It is no coincidence that the word SILENT rearranged reads
LISTEN. This connotes that in order for one to listen, they must be silent. Maybe
with this silence we would be better disposed to see the many gifts Our Lord
truly gives us, but more importantly, to listen for once to what He wants from us
rather than always focusing on what we want from Him. Maybe if we did this we would realise how little we do
for Him, and why we are always so unhappy. It's because the key to happiness is doing the will of the Father.
Perhaps the most important periods during prayer would be before we start and after we finish, because that's
when we can be silent in order to listen. It is probably worthwhile also to get into the habit of recording our
petitions so that we never fall into the trap of thinking that our prayers haven't been heard. If we make an effort
to listen, we will become more familiar with Our Lord and so realise that all our prayers have in fact been
answered in the way that is best for us. Surely Our Lord is grateful even for the little we give Him, but it is our
responsibility to always keep in mind the words of Our Lord, "You did not choose me, but | chose you and
appointed you that you should go and bear fruit and that your fruit should abide; so that whatever you ask the
Father in my name, he may give it to you." John 15:16
