The Servant’s Word

‘(Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
Today we celebrate the Feast of the Most Holy Trinity, one God in three divine persons; Father,
Son and Holy Spirit. It is very fitting that we celebrate this feast one week after the feast of
Pentecost, the descent of the Holy Spirit, because as | said last week, the Holy Spirit is fully
revealed through our understanding of our Lord Jesus Christ at Pentecost and as such, the
complete mystery of the Holy Trinity is also revealed. If we pay attention to the Divine Liturgy
of the Maronite Church we will immediately recognise the Trinitarian dimension in our prayers.
For instance, every Liturgy begins with the same basic Doxology: “Glory be to the Father, and to
the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, now and forever.” Every prayer ends with a Doxology also, “and
we raise glory to you, to your Father and to you living Holy Spirit, for ever.” Further, the
recitation of this Doxology is only carried out by the celebrating priest or Bishop, signifying the
importance and sacredness. For example, if a Subdeacon or Deacon are chanting the Prayer of Forgiveness, when they
arrive at the Doxology, they will say “with your blessing Father” or “barwkhmor aboun” and the celebrating priest or
bishop will continue the Doxology.

although the mystery of the Trinity is difficult to fathom for our human minds, it is only through the lens of faith
expressed in the teaching of our Lord that we can understand it. In his prayer and teaching, Jesus revealed the Father
and the Holy Spirit and he promised that the believers would experience tKe reality of this gracious, Three-fold Divine
One in their lives. As Maronite Catholics the Holy Trinity is in fact the centre of our life.

Last Sunday we began the longest liturgical season in our
Maronite church, the Season of Pentecost. And when we
look at the experience of those who received the Holy Spirit
on that first Pentecost day, we can see that in all them, an
awareness of mission was awakened. For each of them,
infused by the power of the Holy Spirit, they knew that they
must now go out into the world and fulfil the mission Jesus
gave them before he ascended, which was for them to “GO
and MAKE disciples of all nation” (Mt 28:19).

Comforting someone we know is sick, praying with and for the person who is grieving, helping someone who has
been struggling find work, show appreciation for the tireless work of our priest and committee members. All
these things are simple actions but when done with great love and in a spirit of faith, showcase to people the
face of Christ. This is what it means to be a disciple. So thus, the school student, or a mother and father, or the
hardworking professional or the elderly person in the church, each person, every one of us has a part to play.
Let’s pray that God’s Spirit, which we received at baptism, may always inspire us and give us strength to be
disciples of Jesus. May we be strong in our faith, firm in our hope and icons of God’s love, knowing that in being
these things, we continue the mission of Jesus — helping people know that they are treasured in God’s eyes,

honored and loved by him.
