The Servant's Word The Paralysed and The Community

This week marks the 5th Sunday of Lent and the 5th stop on our journey toward the port of
Salvation.

In our Gospel this Sunday, we hear of a paralysed man, a crowd and four friends.
We are first introduced to the crowd who is listening to the Word. There were so many of them |
that there was not even room at the front door. They knew who Jesus was and they would
have surely heard about His wondrous miracles that He had been performing. Some of the
crowd may have just come to see Jesus perform another miracle. Others may have been true
followers, interested in the Words of Salvation that Jesus was proclaiming. Who are we like?
Are we like those just there to have a look? Or are we faithful followers, who listen carefully to
the Lord’s words of life? Attending Divine Liturgies should not be out of obligation or duty but
rather should be out of deep love and desire to be nourished spiritually and to grow in holiness.

The next characters we hear about is the paralysed man and his four friends. Unable to get through the crowd and to Jesus, they climb
upon the roof of the house, remove it and then lower the paralysed man before Jesus. His sins are forgiven and he is healed from his
paralysis. However, what is interesting to note and what is often missed is that the paralysed man’s faith alone is not what moved Christ
to cure him. Rather, we read in this account that “Jesus saw THEIR faith.” (Mk 2:5) It was a collective effort; it was the faith of the
paralysed man together with that of his four companions who lowered him down. Here, we learn the importance of community and
friendship. There are times in our lives, where we are physically or mentally unable to carry out our own day-to-day duties. We require
the assistance of others to help us and support us. Faith is not something that is necessarily personal. In the Gospel of Matthew, Jesus
tells us “for where two or three gather in my name, there | am with them also.” (Mt 18:20) Community, especially for us in our Lebanese
culture, family and

community are everything.

Next week, on Saturday 17th March at 3:00pm, our deacon Danny Nouh will be ordained into the Priesthood. This is a perfect
opportunity for us to come together as ONE faithful community to pray and support Danny in this amazing Sacrament. Together, as one
faithful community, we are called to pray together for each other and especially for Danny and his family.

This week, the Sodality had their weekly Lenten Mass led by Fr Youwakim. It was followed by a Lenten lunch prepared by the ladies of
the Sodality.

They will be words that truly influence others and participate in bringing to completion
their redemption and our own. They will be words of healing, growth and love. And they will be spoken at the right moment.
