The Servant’s Word

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The Holy Season of Lent is over and | really hope that it was a spring of faith for each one of you
where you encountered Jesus anew and walked with Him the journey of repentance: closeness to
His Sacred heart through seeing Him in others, charity, prayer and fasting. Today, as the people of
Jerusalem did, we welcome Jesus as the King, carrying palms, olive branches and candles which represent victory, peace and Jesus as
the light of the world. We walk with Him in a procession shouting Hosanna or Lord Save us! Tonight we arrive at the port of salvation
and we enter into Passion Week, which is the most important period in our liturgical year. Passion Week begins this evening and ends
on Saturday of the Light after going through Our Lord’s Last Supper on Holy Thursday and Crucifixion on Good Friday. Tonight, prayers
start with the rite of Arrival at the Harbour at 9.30pm, which is an old and distinctive Rite in the Maronite Church that reminds us that
Jesus is the Harbour of Salvation and the Church is the vessel. This Rite is celebrated outside of the Church and concludes inside of it,
followed by a candle procession, symbolising Christ the true light, and also a symbol of the Wise Virgins who are awaiting the arrival of
the Bridegroom.

The prayers of Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday of Passion Week are called “Sotooro” or Lenten evening prayers. Each day has a
special prayer that includes readings from the Old and the New Testament in order to prove that Jesus Christ is the fulfilment of all the
Prophets’ promises and declare Him as the one and only Mediator between God and human kind. Wednesday of Passion Week is also
called Wednesday of Job (Ayoub) who suffered a lot: lost his health, wealth and children, but never cursed God. Job was known for his
patience. He represents Christ who willingly endured suffering and death and committed himself into his Father’s hands. On this day,
the Rite of the Lamp is celebrated. Seven candles are inserted into a bowl of oil representing the seven lamps envisioned by the Prophet
Jeremiah and by John the Apostle in his Revelation.

Seven prayers are said with the lighting of each candle. During the celebration, the oil is blessed and all the faithful receive the
anointing. People who are sick are brought to this service so that they can receive the anointing.

On Thursday of the Mysteries (Holy Thursday) we commemorate Jesus’ Last Supper with his disciples where he washed their feet.
During the Liturgy, we celebrate the Rite of the Washing of the Feet where the Priest washes the feet of twelve people as an act of
ultimate humility and servitude. On this day, Jesus institutes the Sacraments of the Eucharist and the Priesthood. We will celebrate this
Rite on Thursday at 7pm.

Qreat Friday is the day that Jesus was crucified and put to death. On this day, two rites are celebrated. The first rite is the “Signing of
the Chalice” also called “the Liturgy of the Pre-Sanctified”. It is a celebration of the Divine Liturgy with no Words of Institution. During
the ceremony, the priest invokes the Holy Spirit to descend upon the chalice placed at the altar transforming it into the Blood of Christ
to be given during the communion with the hosts consecrated the night before. The most important moment in this Liturgy is the pro-
cession with the Blessed Sacrament placed over the head of the priest reminding him of his day of ordination. This Rite will be celebrat-
ed at 6:30am on Great Friday. The second rite is the Adoration of the Cross where the faithful remember the death of Jesus.

Saturday of the Light is the last day of Passion Week. This day is a non-liturgical day. There is no Divine Liturgy before Vigil or Midnight.
However, a beautiful rite is celebrated: The Prayer of Forgiveness. Again this is an old and unique rite of the Maronite Church that
celebrates the forgiveness won by the death of Jesus Christ. Confessions are heard individually, and absolution is given to all those who
have confessed their sins. The end of the rite announces the Resurrection of Christ with the Litany of the Resurrection. The Litany is a
glorious rendition of joy asking Mary Magdalene, who was weeping in front of the empty tomb of Jesus to stop weeping because “Christ
has risen, He has truly Risen”. At this moment we celebrate the victory of Jesus who conquered death and put us on a path of salvation
and everlasting life. It is one of the most beautiful moments of true joy and happiness. This will be celebrated on Saturday at 11am.

Our Maronite Liturgy is very rich in meaning and symbolism. It does not help us only to remember what took place over two thousand
years ago, but also help us to fully participate in the Mystery of Salvation and experience God’s abundant love and mercy. | encourage
everyone to participate in all the liturgies of Passion Week so that you may truly experience the Resurrection of the Lord this Easter and
renew your hearts. | look forward to seeing you all.

How often do you ask to see Jesus?

For many of us, not often enough. But why? Why wouldn't we ask to
see Jesus as often as we could? Could it be perhaps because we know
that if we ask to see Jesus often, we are sure to be taken to places
which will challenge us beyond our comfort zones? One can be fairly
confident that seeing Jesus often will come with some sort of sacrifice,
which in turn results in some sort of suffering. But is this not the life of
a Christian?

The reason we do not ask to see Jesus often is because we want the
Christ without the cross and the resurrection without the crucifixion.
Such an attitude will definitely result in suffering, but not the kind of suffering which bears fruit. The kind of
suffering which bears fruit is the kind which is sacrificial. The kind which probes at our conscience and tells us to
see Jesus in the poor beggar sitting on the side of the road, or the irritating work colleague sitting across the
office floor, or the difficult family member sitting at the dinner table. It is the kind which pushes us to love
beyond ourselves. Such a suffering can also at times be amplified when our attempt to love is met with resistance
or worse still, total rejection. But this kind of suffering is good! Sacrifice is the prerequisite to a life of peace, love
and joy in the Lord.

80 as we commence Passion Week let us not be disheartened by the sacrifices we must make and the sufferings
we may need to endure by asking to see Jesus often. Let us instead take courage and console ourselves with the
thought that in order to find purpose in anything, we must ask to see Jesus in everything.
