The Gospel

After these things Jesus showed himself again to the
disciples by the Sea of Tiberias; and he showed
himself in this way. Gathered there together were
Simon Peter, Thomas called the Twin, Nathanael of
Cana in Galilee, the sons of Zebedee, and two others
of his disciples. Simon Peter said to them: “l am
going fishing.” They said to him, “We will go with
you.” They went out and got into the boat, but that
night they caught nothing. Just after daybreak, Jesus
stood on the beach; but the disciples did not know
that it was Jesus. Jesus said to them, “Children, you
have no fish, have you?” They answered him, “No.”
He said to them, “Cast the net to the right side of the
boat, and you will find some.” So they cast it, and
now they were not able to haul it in because there
were so many fish. That disciple whom Jesus loved
said to Peter: “It is the Lord!”. When Simon Peter
heard that it was the Lord, he put on some clothes,
for he was naked, and jumped into the sea. But the
other disciples came in the boat, dragging the net
full of fish, for they were not far from the land, only
about a hundred yards off. When they had gone
ashore, they saw a charcoal fire there, with fish on it,
and bread. Jesus said to them, “Bring some of the
fish that you have just caught.” So Simon Peter went
aboard and hauled the net ashore, full of large fish, a
hundred fifty-three of them; and though there were
so many, the net was not torn. Jesus said to them,
“Come and have breakfast.”
Now none of the disciples dared to ask him, “Who
are you?” because they knew it was the Lord. Jesus
came and took the bread and gave it to them, and
did the same with the fish. This was now the third
time that Jesus appeared to the disciples after he
was raised from the dead.

Light from the Word Working Alongside God

The Catechism

From emptiness to fullness, from darkness to light and from
despondency to fullness of life, this Sunday’s Gospel is about
moving forward.

Jesus appears to the disciples by the Sea of Tiberias and awakens
them to their purpose in life. He is the reason they haul in a large
catch of fish. Interestingly what they do with the large haul differs.

Peter leaves the boat and fish behind and heads straight for Jesus.
The other disciples instead ‘came in the boat, dragging the net full
of fish’ (v8). This spontaneity of Peter was what Jesus loved. Peter
puts Jesus first. He is not so much interested in the catch and the
success. Peter knows all this comes from God and so he turns his
attention to God.

The disciples who came ashore dragging the net discover that
Jesus already had ‘a charcoal fire there, with fish on it’ (v9).
Perhaps it was an obvious reminder to them that all their
successes are from God and not to believe we achieve things on
our own. Yet Jesus encourages their enthusiasm by asking for
more fish for the charcoal fire. Is this to indicate that we are to
work with God, alongside him as team players, collaborating?

Jesus came onto the scene and revived the dropping spirits of the
disciples. He gave them purpose to live. Jesus offers each one of us
the opportunity to collaborate in achieving God’s purpose. Are we
excited about it as Peter was? Amen

In what way do the people of God share in the three functions of
Christ as Priest, Prophet and King?

The people of God participate in Christ's priestly office
insofar as the baptized are consecrated by the Holy Spirit to offer
spiritual sacrifices. They share in Christ's prophetic office when
with a supernatural sense of faith they adhere unfailingly to that
faith and deepen their understanding and witness to it. The people
of God share in his kingly office by means of service, imitating Jesus
Christ who as King of the universe made himself the servant of all,
especially the poor and the suffering.

In what way is the Church the body of Christ?

The risen Christ unites his faithful people to himself in an intimate
way by means of the Holy Spirit. In this way, those who believe in
Christ, in as much as they are close to him especially in the
Eucharist, are united among themselves in charity. They form one
body, the Church, whose unity is experienced in the diversity of its
member and its functions.

to them. We too, who encounter Christ risen from the dead, should not be mediocre or lukewarm, rather we should be so joyous and

full of life, so much so, that our joy and
fullness becomes contagious.

Mnother important lesson which we may not realise, is the value in eating and sharing a meal together. Not only is food important to
our survival, it is a great opportunity to come together and spend quality time with one another. We witness in the Gospel today, that
Christ, as He often did, eats with His followers. This meal sharing also occurs each Sunday where the faithful, together with the Clergy,
meet and gather around the altar of God and share in the heavenly banquet prepared for those who partake in it. Our relationship with

God is not only personal but also very communal.

Isast week on Thursday, Friday and Saturday (12th-14th April), our Parish hosted the First Maronite Diocesan Assembly. Maronites and
other delegates from across the vast land of Australia, met under the patronage of His Excellency, Bishop Antoine-Charbel Tarabay to
discuss important and pressing issues related to the future of our Maronite Church in Australia around the topics of family, liturgy,
parish life, youth, the elderly, caring for others, mission and outreach. This Assembly taught us very important lessons: Firstly, the
importance of listening actively to one another. Secondly, the ability to understand with wisdom the needs of the other and lastly, to act

with responsibility to those needs.

This week, commencing on Friday 27th April until Sunday 29th April, St Maroun’s relics will be officially visiting our parish. This is an
open invitation to all the faithful to come and participate in the spiritual and communal activities organised around this special event.
These relics are not only important because they are over 1600 years old, nor because they are First-Class relics, but because these
relics link us back to the origin of the First Maronites; they are our link to our heritage and the heritage of our fathers and mothers and
their parents too. These relics are our heritage and our treasure and as such, they will be honoured venerably.

I pray that through the intercession of St Maroun and all the Saints, you have a holy and blessed week ahead and | look forward to

seeing you and your families at this very joyous and historical event.

Seeking The Face of God

JIn Genesis 1:27, we read that “God created humankind in his image; in
the image of God he created them.” If we take some time to read and
reflect on this very important sentence, we will come to the realisation
that all people, regardless of gender, race or religion, have been
created in the image and likeness of God. Thus, every person is a
unique and precious creation in the eyes of the creator and with this
uniqueness and value, every person has dignity that belongs to them.
Whether people choose to accept or ignore this fact and live with the
dignity given to them is not the topic of this article. The purpose is for
us, as the baptised faithful, to recognise and see the face of God in others. During the Sacrament of Baptism, the
priest prays the following words in the Hoosoyo: “you [God] have clothed us with the robe of glory and have
marked us with the seal of the Holy Spirit” and later after the water has been poured over the head of the
candidate, the priest proclaims “Behold, you have put on the living Father, you have received Christ the Son, you
have adorned yourself with the Holy Spirit.” What's the point of all this? Well, the answer is simple yet its action
its hard ... as the Baptised children of God, we are called to think with the mind of God, to love with the heart of
Christ and to see with the eyes of the Spirit. This means that as Christians, we are called to see God in every
single person and to treat every person with the dignity and respect that is owed them, not by their own merits
but by the very fact that they are God’s creation. If we were to do this, we would ultimately be fulfilling the
commandment of Christ “to love one another” just as Christ loved us.

€an you imagine a world where this was to be fulfilled? Can you imagine a world where all people recognised
their worth and value and were treated according to that value? In the words of St Teresa of Calcutta, “seeking
the face of God in everything, everyone, all the time, and his hand in every happening, this is what it means to be
contemplative in the heart of the world.”
