Worry is Waste

So Jesus calls disciples. Calls them by name. Calls them from all
sorts. Calls them to ministry. Jesus calls Peter and Andrew. He calls
James and John. Jesus calls Phillip and Bartholomew. He calls
Thomas and Matthew. Jesus calls James and Thaddaeus. He calls
Simon and Judas. Jesus calls you, calls you by name. But for what?

Jesus calls for a purpose. We all have a purpose. It’s simple — to be
the Good News. Jesus wants us to be like him. To love life, to live
life, to give life to others, to love others.

In the Gospel Jesus summons the disciples and gives them
‘authority over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to cure every
disease and every sickness’ (v1). He sends the disciples, ‘to the lost
sheep of the house of Israel. As you go proclaim the good
news’ (vv6-7). It’s a summons, a calling, a ministry to do what is
best for others.

To be in the midst of what is painful, to know the plight of others,
to dare enter the fray, to challenge that which causes suffering, to
offer an alternative path - a way that frees, that heals, that
comforts. It is a calling to deliberately notice others, those that are
ignored or in need, and to do something about it.

Piscipleship, calling, ministry is no light matter. It is about
responsibility, commitment to Christ’'s ways, putting others first,

Maybe you know this feeling John Mason writes about? | couldn't feel
at peace. Unless | had everything figured out, | became anxious,
restless, nervous, worried, and grouchy ... similar to a drug addict who
needs a fix. The severity wasn't the same but the symptoms were.
| was a Christian and supposedly walked
by faith. | trusted Jesus for salvation, but
in other areas | trusted myself. Are you
living that way?
Worry is faith in the negative, trust in the
unpleasant, assurance of disaster and
belief in defeat. It's a magnet that attracts
negative conditions.
Faith is a more powerful force that creates
positive circumstances. Worry is wasting
today's time and cluttering up tomorrow's
opportunities with yesterday's troubles.
When an old man was asked what had
robbed him of joy in his life, he replied:
“Things that never happened”. Do you remember the things you
worried about a year ago? Did you spend a lot of mental energy on
them? How many of them actually happened? Fact: almost 99% of the
things we worry about never come to pass. Did you know that a dense
fog, covering seven city blocks thirty metres deep, is composed of less
than one glass of water? Just one glass can blot out practically all
vision! And a cupful of worry can do the same thing. The Bible says:
“People's lives are not their own: it is not for them to direct their
steps” (Jer 10:23). Stop worrying and trying to control every possible
outcome. Life goes better when you decide to stand on God's Word

making the world a better place. Amen and trust Him to take care of you.

The Servant’s Word The Church vs The World — Fixing Catholic Boredom

We have reached the 5th Week of Pentecost in our Maronite Church this
week. This Sunday’s Gospel speaks about the authority given to the 12
disciples to continue the work of Christ within the world: to proclaim that the
kingdom of heaven is at hand. And since then, the laying of hands upon
candidates for the priesthood has seen the passing down of this great
responsibility. If we can somewhat, try to comprehend this mystery, we can
then appreciate what it is that the clergy do and who they bring to us.

Boredom is a side effect of our fast-paced, materialistic culture. We feel bored
because we are constantly being over-stimulated and sold on the idea that we -
can have it all now and that something better is always around the corner. As rational human beings, we must realise that
this is neither true or sustainable. If we are sincerely seeking Christ, we will find Him through the Church He founded. We
will also come to the realisation that it is only Christ who doesn’t change and never will. He is the one who sustains us,
because He is the way, the Truth and the Life.

The world offers celebrities to idolise, but the Church offers saints to follow. The world offers noise, but the Church offers
peace. The world offers false, unrealistic dreams, but the Church offers the Truth. The world offers and celebrates the vices,
the Church offers a life of virtue and holiness. The world offers earthly pleasures, but the Church offers eternity in Heaven.
What the Church offers is reality and what the world offers is nothing but false hopes and dreams. At what cost do we sell
our souls to the temporary, here today, gone tomorrow concept? Is the earthly human lifespan worthy of the eternity that
is to follow? This is not to say that the temporal goods of the world are not needed or not useful, no indeed we need them
but how much attention we give them and the level of importance we place upon them needs to be examined. If they are
affecting our relationship with Jesus, then we need an instant re-examination of them and of our attachment to them.

With the coming of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost, the apostles were encouraged to come out
of their fear and go out into the world and preach the word of God. The Holy Spirit didn’t just
come for the disciples, the Spirit came for all of us and is here with us now. Yet many, even
within in the Church, still live in fear of the world. They live in fear that the Catholic Church is
under attack and their response is that they should ‘fight’. The Holy Spirit does not gift us
fear and despair, it gifted us joy and hope. As a Church we witness the living Christ.

We should never forget the joy that Christ brings and we must live joy as an example to
others. Joy is referred to in the scriptures many times:

“Consider it all joy, my brothers, when you encounter various trials, for you know that the testing of your faith produces
perseverance.” (James 1: 2). When you're tested, see it as a challenge. Be joyful that by the end of it, you will learn how to
handle it better next time. Approach it with a positive attitude and trust in God to help you.

“Until now you have not asked anything in my name; ask and you will receive, so that your joy may be complete.” (Jn
16:24) Don’t allow yourself to get into a rut. Do not retreat. Instead seek God and pray and you will receive. How great is

our God that always gives.

“This is the day the Lord has made; let us rejoice in it and be glad.”

(Psalms 118:24) So often we sing this psalm in our

liturgy. It’s true. God gave us another day to live. Let’'s make the most of it.

strength, it inspires and nourishes us. Fear will only bring you down and make us weary.
