Light from the Word Peter and Paul

‘Today we celebrate the Feast of Saints Peter and Paul, also
known as the Pillars of the Church. They were the ones who
laid the foundation for the Christian community and en-
couraged its growth.

Yet these two saints had no easy task. They were called to
live out God’s word in a time when many knew nothing of
Christ or worse still, persecuted the Christian minority. As
Paul reflected on his ministry, he experienced, ‘danger from
my own people, danger from Gentiles’v26. To pursue a
barely trod path, taking the message of an unknown Jesus
to places where they had never heard of him, required
great courage and deep conviction.

Peter was a leader of the disciples in this endeavour. He preached to the Jews in
Jerusalem and around Israel. Paul took the Good News to the Gentiles in far off
countries. Both were constantly under threat as Paul writes, ‘danger in the city,
danger in the wilderness, danger at sea, danger from false brothers and sisters;
in toil and hardship’v26-27.

To be on fire with Christ means a willingness to forgo ease and to be faithful al-
ways to the truth. Like Peter and Paul we are called to thirst for justice and to be
in solidarity with the oppressed and voiceless, as Paul writes, ‘Who is weak, and |
am not weak? Who is made to stumble, and | am not indignant?’v29. We become
truly great Christians like Peter and Paul, when we become one with the least of
our brothers and sisters. Amen

On June 29 the Church celebrates the
feast of Saints Peter & Paul. As early as
the year 258, there is evidence of a
lengthy tradition of celebrating the so-
lemnities of both Saint Peter and Saint
Paul on the same day. Together, the
two saints are the founders of the See
of Rome, through their preaching, min-
istry and martyrdom there. Peter was a
fisherman of Galilee and was intro-
duced to the Lord Jesus by his brother
Andrew. Jesus gave him the name
Cephas, which means ‘Rock,” because
he was to become the rock upon which
Christ would build His Church. Our Lord
did this after Peter was the first to rec-
ognize that Jesus was “the Messiah,
the Son of the living God,” and eagerly
pledged his fidelity until death. In his
boldness, he also made many mistakes,
such as betraying the Lord on the night
of His passion. Yet despite his human
weaknesses, Peter was chosen to shep-
herd God's flock. The Acts of the Apos-
tles illustrates his role as head of the
Church after the Resurrection and As-
cension of Christ. Peter led the Apos-
tles as the first Pope and ensured that
the disciples kept the true faith. St. Pe-
ter spent his last years in Rome, lead-
ing the Church through persecution
and eventually being martyred in the
year 64. He was crucified upside-down
because he claimed he was not worthy
to die as his Lord. He was buried on
Vatican hill, and St. Peter's Basilica is
built over his tomb.

St Paul was originally named Saul a
Jewish Pharisee who persecuted the
early Church; he was even present at
the martyrdom of St Stephen and ap-
proved the event. Saul was converted
as he journeyed to Damascus to perse-
cute the Christians there. As he was
traveling along the road, he was sud-
denly surrounded by a great light from
heaven. He was blinded and fell off his
horse. He then heard a voice saying to
him, “Saul, Saul, why do you persecute
me?” He answered: “Who are you,
Lord?” Christ said: “l am Jesus, whom
you are persecuting.” After this St Paul
was baptised and became an Apostle
to the Gentiles, he is responsible for
writing almost half of the New Testa-
ment. Paul was imprisoned and taken
to Rome, where he was beheaded in
the year 67. He is buried in Rome in the
Basilica of St. Paul.

In a sermon in the year 395, St. Augus-
tine of Hippo said of Sts. Peter and
Paul: “Both apostles share the same
feast day, for these two were one; and
even though they suffered on different
days, they were as one. Let us embrace
what they believed, their life, their la-
bours, their sufferings, their preaching,
and their confession of faith.”

Peter for example
denied me three times when I was arrested
before my crucifixion. Paul was a man who
killed people who believed in me. But there is
something far greater than their sins. LOVE.
I loved them and I forgave them for what
they had done. I chose to continue to love
them and this love allowed them to be two of
the greatest people of the Church.
This is the same for every one of you too.
Sometimes, you can fall into sin. Sometimes,
you can do silly things because of fear or lack
of understanding or even because of selfish-
ness. The reasons are endless, but only one
thing is important. LOVE. I will always love
you and I will always be waiting for you to re-
turn.
I am so glad that you are on holidays now. I
know it has been a tiring and stressful term
2. Take this time to relax and recover, but do
not become lazy. Try to do something produc-
tive and educational not just watch TV all day.
And make sure that you are coming to Church.
With all my love and prayers,
your brother Jesus.

Our Maronite Liturgy is the Liturgy of the Living Treasure, founded on the Mystery of Christ, the Son of
the Living God, who “for us and for our salvation” became man to restore us, to save us and to lead us to
His Father in the Holy Spirit. Out of this Treasure, our Maronite Church pours out her spirituality, identity
and gifts, and defines her mission in Lebanon, the Patriarchal Domain and the countries of expansion, and
in the heart of the One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church. This Liturgy enriches the sons and daughters
of our Church, pastors and faithful clergy and laity, with faith, values and the witness of life; and, by virtue
of their fidelity to this “Living Treasure” they, in turn, enrich the societies in which they live.

I The Liturgy of the Living Treasure is built on three dimensions, which are at the root of our Christian iden-
tity and the constitution of the People of God: in the priestly dimension the true worship of the Father in
Spirit and truth (John 4:23) in the Mystery of the Pascal Christ, in the mystery of “His death to redeem us
and His resurrection to sanctify us,”; in the prophetic dimension the Word of Life in the Scriptures and in
the Church’s living Tradition and her teaching; and in the kingly dimension the law of love and Christian
morality.

This Living Treasure is a school of faith, catechesis and prayer. It makes present in our liturgical celebra-
tions all of God’s plan of salvation and all those who worship, leading us to a personal encounter with Him
and our consent to the healing action of grace in us, thus, making us partners in the mystery of love well-
ing up in our hearts, the fruits of the Holy Spirit. To be continued..............
