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Superheroes are big merchandise business today. They are Box office hits with
action heroes such as Iron Man, Thor, Spiderman and Superman (there is a lack
of female superheroes). Although they have been around for many decades, to-
day’s versions are much more powerful and stronger, and very less vulnerable.
They seem to have it all — the perfect specimen. Yet is anyone really perfect? And
if so where do we get our perfection from?
According to today’s Reading from Paul’s First Letter to the Corinthians, no one is
complete, perfect or superheroes. Yes we are all endowed with some capacity
and there are those who appear more gifted than others, but no one has it all! So
breathe a sigh of relief — you are not meant to be like superheroes.
Yet the important point here is that what we have and who we are is the most
valuable thing. We are important and our gifts have purpose. As Paul writes in
verse 7, ‘To each is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good.’
Our talents are meant to be used for the betterment of society and not for our
own selfish gains.
The second important point to note is that unlike superheroes who come upon
their talents through odd means (bitten by a spider, through a hammer etc), we
are talented because we are gifted by the Spirit of God. We cannot brag that we
are great or more talented than another. We can only be humbled that God has
graced us with such lavish gifts. We are only fully who we are, when we are unit-
ed with God.
So although we might not be considered a perfect specimen with amazing abili-
ties, we can be pleased with who we are for it is God who has made us and loved
us into being. We are called to walk this earth as important people who have
something of value to offer one another. Amen

St Clawe of Assisi

Clare was a beautiful Italian
noblewoman who became the
Foundress of an order of nuns now
called "Poor Clares." When she heard
St. Francis of Assisi preach, her heart
burned with a great desire to imitate
Francis and to live a poor humble life
for Jesus. So one evening, she ran away
from home, and in a little chapel
outside Assisi, gave herself to God. St.
Francis cut off her hair and gave her a
rough brown habit to wear, tied with a
plain cord around her waist. Her
parents tried in every way to make her
return home, but Clare would not.
Soon her sister, St. Agnes joined her, as
well as other young women who
wanted to be brides of Jesus, and live
without any money. St. Clare and her
sisters wore no shoes, ate no meat,
lived in a poor house, and kept silent
most of the time. Yet they were very
happy, because Our Lord was close to
them all the time. Once, He saved
them from a great danger in answer to
St. Clare's prayer. An army of rough
soldiers came to attack Assisi and they
planned to raid the convent first.
Although very sick, St. Clare had herself
carried to the wall and right there,
where the enemies could see it, she
had the Blessed Sacrament placed.
Then on her knees, she begged God to
save the Sisters.

"O Lord, protect these Sisters whom |
cannot protect now," she prayed. A
voice seemed to answer: "l will keep
them always in My care." At the same
time a sudden fright struck the
attackers and they fled as fast as they
could. St. Clare was sick and suffered
great pains for many years, but she
said that no pain could trouble her. So
great was her joy in serving the Lord
that she once exclaimed: "They say
that we are too poor, but can a heart
which possesses the infinite God be
truly called poor?" We should
remember this miracle of the Blessed
Sacrament when in Church. Then we
will pray with great Faith to Jesus in the
Holy Eucharist: "Save me, O Lord, from
every evil - of soul and body."

There is a story that tells us about a father who gathered his three children one day for a meeting. He told them that he
loved them very much and that he had prepared a surprise for them.
He put a box in front of them filled with expensive jewels and he said to his children: “each one of you can take as much as
your hands can fit from these jewels. However you can only have one handful.”
The eldest son rejoiced because his hands were big. With all his heart he took a hand full.
The second son, whose hands were also big, took a hand full with all his heart.
Then, the youngest son looked at his hands and saw that they were small. He asked his father: “Do you love me?” His fa-
ther replied: “Of course | love you.” He then said to his father: “Father, you know that my hands are small, | do not want to
take my share with my own hands, and | would like you to give it to me with your hands.” In that instance, his father
picked up the entire box and gave it to him.
This story tells us, that it is wonderful to rely on our Father in Heaven and the Holy Spirit and not just on ourselves, even if
we have an abundance of wealth, knowledge or intelligence. This is the mistake that the Pharisees made in the Gospel to-
day. From this, Saint Paul tells us not to be proud and arrogant, or pagans in our actions and malicious to one another.
Jesus tells us, “Whoever is not with me is against me, and whoever does not gather with me scatters.” Whoever listens to
these words may think that Jesus is calling us to extremism and to be closed in on ourselves. Rather, the true meaning of
this phrase is that whoever is not with Jesus is someone who does not love, someone who does not forgive, someone who
lies and someone who has more than one face.
Who then is with Him? The person that is with Him is the one who has the courage to be Christian in a world that belittles
Christianity. Therefore, the one who belittles Christianity belittles the values of love, forgiveness and reconciliation.
