THE GOSPEL

Jesus went on through cities and villages, pro-
claiming and bringing the good news of the king-
dom of God. The twelve were with him, as well
as some women who had been cured of evil
spirits and infirmities: Mary, called Magdalene,
from whom seven demons had gone out, and
Joanna, the wife of Herod’s steward Chuza, and
Susanna, and many others, who provided for
them out of their resources.

When a great crowd gathered and people from
town after town came to him, he said in a para-
ble: “A sower went out to sow his seed; and as
he sowed, some fell on the path and was tram-
pled on, and the birds of the air ate it up. Some
fell on the rock; and as it grew up, it withered
for lack of moisture. Some fell among thorns,
and the thorns grew with it and choked it. Some
fell into good soil, and when it grew, it produced
a hundredfold.” As he said this, he called out,
“Let anyone with ears to hear listen!”

Then his disciples asked him what this parable
meant. He said, “To you it has been given to
know the secrets of the kingdom of God; but to
others | speak in parables, so that ‘looking they
may not perceive, and listening they may not
understand.’

“Now the parable is this: The seed is the word of
God. The ones on the path are those who have
heard; then the devil comes and takes away the
word from their hearts, so that they may not
believe and be saved. The ones on the rock are
those who, when they hear the word, receive it
with joy. But these have no root; they believe
only for a while and in a time of testing fall
away. As for what fell among the thorns, these
are the ones who hear; but as they go on their
way, they are choked by the cares and riches
and pleasures of life, and their fruit does not
mature. But as for that in the good soil, these
are the ones who, when they hear the word,
hold it fast in an honest and good heart, and

bear fruit with patient endurance.

In this Sunday’s Reading from Paul’s
Letter to the community at Corinth,
Paul has some powerful words to
say in response to a group of people
who prefer to bicker and argue with
each other rather than work togeth-
er as one (seems like nothing has
changed over the last 2000 years)!

Paul had his fair share of problems.
Although he was able in his brief life
to establish numerous church com-
munities all across Europe, he con-
stantly had to deal with people who were causing dissension and division.
In today’s Reading Paul has two powerful responses that we should care-
fully heed, as should all church communities.

Paul’s first response is a sharp attack on the behaviour of the members.
Without mincing words, Paul says, ‘I fed you with milk, not solid food, for
you were not ready for solid food’v2. Paul pinpoints the issue and airs it
out in the open. He places the blame solely at the feet of the members
who have behaved immaturely. Their childlike behaviour included
‘jealousy and quarrelling . .. behaving according to human inclina-
tions’v3. Paul wants believers to live according to the Spirit and not to
spiral down into erratic human desires.

Secondly Paul names the issue that has caused the church community to
unravel, ‘l planted, Apollo’s watered, but God gave the growth’v6. When
people begin to take sides then accusations follow. Paul reminds the be-
lievers and us that ‘we are God’s servants, working together’v9. Glory and
recognition belong to God and that is where our reward is. Not in human
praise of our efforts.

So we end off praying that we be a community maturing in the Spirit and

To es-
cape he left for the city Byzantium.

While travelling on route in a boat he encoun-
tered a severe storm endangering the boat
and all on board. He prayed for deliverance
and the boat was saved and as a consequence
those on board were converted to Christianity
and baptized.

He remained for 20 years in Byzantium until
his father died, whereupon he returned to his
home and became a monk. He performed
many miracles, one of which was the cure of a
pagan man. This cure was the reason for the
conversion and baptism of ten thousand pa-
gans. After being a monk for 12 years he be-
came a hermit until he died in 327.
