Article of the Week The Gift of a Child

Children are a heritage from the LORD, offspring a reward from him Psalm
127:3
Many times | would listen to my late grandfather quote the Arabic saying “with each child
. comes his inheritance”. My grandfather did not just say those words - he truly believed them.
He understood the pressures of raising children; he had raised seven children while working as
a merchant and at times with very little income. | am sure he spent endless nights consumed
with worry about how he was going to make ends meet. Yet he still saw children as a reward.
It seems in just a couple of generations and as we have grown more financially secure, our
. ’ society’s mindset about having children has changed. We are mostly wealthier than our
grandparents, yet more anxious about having children than ever. In a society that feeds on selling what we “need”, chil-
dren have become something we must plan for —no longer a reward, only a responsibility. We struggle to trust in the
Lord’s providence and truly believe that with the child will come all its treasures. Instead we wonder how will we feed
them, clothe them, educate them, provide them with music and dance lessons and holidays. After we get married and be-
fore we have children we want to buy a house, pay off some of the mortgage, travel a bit, finish our studies, get further in
our careers and renovate the house so that each child has a bedroom. It is no wonder when couples around us fall unex-
pectedly pregnant they feel a huge sense of anxiety. Before we get married we talk about how many children we will have
and when we will have them. We believe we are in control of our fertility. Ask any couple who has struggled to conceive
and they will tell you that children are truly a gift from Lord. For some of us we may have to wait much longer to receive
that gift than others.
St John Chrysostom in his most wonderful Homily on the Ephesians tells us so succinctly what our children need:
“Let everything take second place to our care of our children, our bringing them up to the discipline and instruction of the
Lord. If from the beginning we teach them to love true wisdom, they will have great wealth and glory than riches can pro-
vide. If a child learns a trade, or is highly educated for a lucrative profession, all this is nothing compared to the art of de-
tachment from riches; if you want to make your child rich, teach him this. He is truly rich who does not desire great posses-
sions, or surround himself with wealth, but who requires nothing...Don’t think that only monks need to learn the Bible; Chil-
dren about to go out into the world stand in greater need of Scriptural knowledge.” — Homilies on Ephesians, Homily 21
St John did not oppose educating children. He himself was highly educated, but he recognised that everything came second
to us educating our children in the Lord. Our greatest responsibility is simply to raise our children to be faithful Christians.
As Chrisﬁijans they are more likely to detach themselves from riches and less likely to be consumed by the materialisticin
our world.
Recently | asked a mother who had an unexpected pregnancy what advice she would give to another women anxious about
a pregnancy. She replied, “just tell her that after the baby is born she will forget what she was ever anxious about. ”
Let us always remember the words that the Angel said to Mary at the Annunciation:
“Do not be afraid, Mary; you have found favor with God. You will conceive and give birth to a son, and you are to call him
Jesus.” (Luke 1:30-31) And of course let us remember Mary’s reply: “I am the Lord’s servant,” Mary answered. “May your
word to me be fulfilled.” (Luke 1:38)
Let us all trust in the Lord, that he will provide and that with each child will truly come our reward. Theresa Chahine
