Today’s Sunday Reading taken from Paul’s Letter to
the Galatians is a difficult one to understand. Paul is
arguing that to be a Christian was not about following
Jewish practices / laws, but through faith in Christ and
baptism. Let us familiarise ourselves with the back-
ground to Paul’s claim of justification through faith.

The very early Church (30-50CE) firstly consisted of
Jews who believed Jesus was the Messiah. When Paul
arrives on the scene, he begins to convert gentiles
(non-Jews) to Christianity. Problems begin to arise
between the two groups of converts. The Jewish converts still practiced
the law which included circumcision, dietary and purification practices
and maintaining the Sabbath. On the other hand the gentile converts did
not practice such laws.

The first Council took place in 49CE in Jerusalem to discuss whether
gentile converts needed to follow Jewish practices, because up to that
time, Christianity was still identified with Judaism. Paul argues for Justifi-
cation through Faith. Thus in the Reading today we are listening to an
argument put forth many centuries ago that allowed Christianity to have
its own identity separate from Jewish practices.

It is faith in Christ and baptism that makes us a Christian. It is a religion
open to all as Paul writes in one of his most famous and enduring lines,
‘There is no longer Jew or Greek, there is no longer slave or free, there is
no longer male or female; for all of you are one in Christ Jesus’v28. So if
we are to be Christians it is about walking and living as baptised people
who are faithful to Christ. Amen

Martyred in the Diocletian persecution in
Syria about 303. Their martyrdom is well
authenticated by the earliest martyrologies
and by the early veneration paid them, as well
as by such historians as Theodoret. According
to the legend, they were high in esteem of
the Caesar Maximianus on account of their
bravery, but this favour was turned into hate
when they acknowledged their Christian faith.
When examined under torture they were
beaten so severely with thongs that Bakhous
died under the blows. Sarkis, though, had
much more suffering to endure; among other
tortures, as the legend relates, he had to run
eighteen miles in shoes which were covered
on the soles with sharp-pointed nails that
pierced through the foot. He was finally
beheaded. In the East, Sarkis and Bakhous
were universally honoured. Since the seventh
century they have a celebrated church in
Rome. Christian art represents the two saints
as soldiers in military garb with branches of
palm in their hands. Their feast is observed on
7 October. They are said to have been
converted to Christianity by the miracles of
St. Peter. According to the "Martyrologium
Romanum" they suffered martyrdom soon
after the deaths of Sts. Peter and Paul and
were buried near Rome. May the faithful
example of these martyrs give us strength and
hope to endure through our own hardships
and always remain firm in our faith in Jesus.

Article of the Week The Feast of the Holy Rosary 7th October

Recently we were asked a question:

I have noticed that at different parishes the Rosary is done in different ways and indi-
viduals do it differently. Which one is the right way?

| To answer this question we should look to the origin of the Rosary. The Rosary appears
| to have developed over time. Tradition holds that in the thirteenth century St. Dominic
was inspired by a vision of our Blessed Mother, to preach the use of the rosary.

= | The use of "prayer beads" and the repeated recitation of prayers to aid meditation ex-
| isted in even pre-Christian times. In the Middle Ages strings of beads were used to
| count Our Fathers and Hail Marys.
It appears that the structure of the Rosary gradually evolved between the 12th and 15th
centuries until eventually 50 Hail Marys were recited and linked with verses of psalms
or other phrases reflecting on the lives of Jesus and Mary. The prayer form became
known as the rosarium ("rose garden"), and by the 16th century, the structure of the
five-decade rosary based on the three sets of mysteries was firmly established and had
gained popularity.
In 1572, Pope Pius V during a time of war, asked all of the faithful to say the rosary and
implore our Blessed Mother's prayers, under the title Our Lady of Victory. The following
year, Pope St. Pius V established the Feast of the Holy Rosary on October 7, to give thanks to the Lord for all of His benefits
and remember the powerful intercession of our Blessed Mother.
The basics of the rosary are as follows:

1. It is introduced by the Apostles Creed, the Our Father, three Hail Marys and the Doxology ("Glory Be").

2. Five decades consisting of the Our Father, 10 Hail Marys and the Doxology are recited.

3. The rosary is concluded with the Salve Regina.

4. During the recitation of each decade, the individual meditates on the saving mysteries of our Lord's life and the faith-

ful witness of our Blessed Mother.

Those mysteries are divided into the joyous, sorrowful and glorious mysteries. In 2002, St Pope John Paul Il announced the
addition of the Luminous Mysteries to the Rosary. This is the basic Rosary.

On July 13, 1917, Our Lady of Fatima asked the three shepherd children, Francisco, Jacinta, and Lucia to recite the Fatima
prayer at the end of each decade of the rosary. It was approved for public use in 1930, and has since become a common,
although optional, part of the rosary.

Other optional prayers are also sometimes recited at the beginning of the Rosary and at the closing of the Rosary. Some-
times a Litany is said at the end of the Rosary and prayers for the Holy Father.

To return to our question, in both the Eastern and Western Church, the Rosary is a private devotion. Of course, we can and
should say it publicly. The rosary is prayed according to different methods in different parts of the world, however the ba-
sics as outlined above are always the same.
