Like the 10
commandments that made demands on the people, and like Jesus’
beatitudes that challenged the attitudes of the times, Paul’s marks of a
true Christian, re-emphasise what Jesus had to say.

On closer look, some of the imperatives that we need to consider
especially in today’s climate that has high terrorist activity alert include:

1)Bless those who persecute you (v14)
2)Do not repay anyone evil for evil (v17)
3)Live peaceably with all (v18)

4)Never avenge yourselves (V19)
5)Overcome evil with good (V21)

Does that mean we are to remain pacifists in the face of horrific terror
and killings? No. Paul says we are to be active, but in resorting to the
same kind of acts as the perpetrators, we become another form of evil.

Christians are to make a stand but with the intent to achieve peace.
Revenge and hate should not fuel our motives when lives are under
threat. All efforts should be geared at bringing about justice.

So fulfilling the demands of Christianity through the 10 commandments,
the Beatitudes, and Paul’s exhortations, will challenge our humanitarian
understanding. Amen

On the Parish level, | feel honoured as a Shepherd to work with so many among our Parishioners, who are always willing to
give of their time generously to lead and work in unity, prayerfully and with faith with the priests following the words of
the Good Shepherd. The effort and time so many have given, so generously, to organize and prepare for the visit of the
Patriarch is a wonderful testimony to this.
This Sunday, after all the effort and time given by so many, as Parishioners, with joy and enthusiasm we will welcome our
Patriarch, for his first public Mass and we look forward through his Ministry, to be nourished by God’s Word and to
receiving Christ, the Good Shepherd, truly present in the Eucharist.

THE GLORY OF LEBANON HAS BEEN GIVEN TO HIM

(Is 35: 2 AND 60:13)

Just take time to google the title in Arabic and the results point,
not to the Book of Isaiah but the Motto of the Maronite Patriar-
chate. | guess this is the beauty of Scripture, in that a text which
was written 3000 years of more, can be re-read and re-interpreted
in a new way, not necessarily related to the original reason it was
written. This is the work of the Holy Spirit.

Book of Isaiah Ch. 35

In Chapter 35, the historical context of Isaiah revolves around the
Prophet announcing to his listeners that the end of the period
when the People of Israel are in exile in Babylon is imminent. There
is a promise of deliverance and a message of consolation. It is a
promise of salvation, where “the wilderness and the dry land shall
be glad” and even the “desert shall rejoice”.

Why? The Israelites, the chosen people are returning to their land
where they can rebuild the Temple a second time after it was de-
stroyed seventy years earlier. They can go back and worship God,
“rejoice and sing”. Even, “The glory of Lebanon shall be given to
it”, pointing to the “cedars and cypress timber” (1 Kg 5:8) that was
used in the building of the First Temple.

» Just imagine being driven from your home - a home that was
destroyed in front of you. Driven away from the heart of what makes you who you are. Away for 70 years from
what sustains you economically, spiritually and physically. What despair?

Then a prophet announces your return. Would you not be glad, sing and rejoice? Ready to fulfil the great dream
of rebuilding the house once destroyed.

“Church which goes forth.”

In the fourth century, St Maroun, lived his unique monastic life in the open air. As well as
fasting and praying, he spent his days preaching the joy of the Gospel.

In the seventh century, St John Maroun, with the approval of Pope Sergius |, became the first
Maronite Patriarch of Antioch, the oldest See of Christianity, established by the Apostle Peter.
St John Maroun went forth from Syria and preached the joy of the Gospel to the people of Leb-
anon.

Over the centuries, the Maronite Church, led by its Patriarchs has continued to go forth and
preach the joy of the Gospel. In recent centuries they have taken their traditions and rich Litur-
gical heritage to the ends of the earth. The Americas, Africa and Australia. This is why this visit
by our current Patriarch, Mar Bechara Boutros Rai is so important. It gives our Patriarch an op-
portunity to see a Maronite Church in Australia, which has gone forth and flourished beyond the Cedars of Lebanon and
into the world.

The Maronites are perfectly positioned to take up Pope Francis’s call in Evangelii Gaudium, “to go out from ourselves, to
keep pressing forward in our sowing of the good seed.”

THE AUTHORITY OF THE PATRIARCH

It is a personal power according to the norms of the customs and the legitimate customs,
exercisable only within the Patriarchal territory “unless the nature of the matter ex natura rei or a

an approved law so provides.” [78].

He represents the Church in all its juridic affairs [79] and is the instrument of making known to his
bishops the Pope’s acts [81].

By his own right, he can do four things [82 and 96]:
1. by decree precisely determine how the law is to be applied or urged;
2. issue instructions to
a. explain sound doctrine,
b. foster piety cf. 96
c.correct abuses,
d.approve and recommend practices that foster the spiritual welfare of the faithful;
3. issue encyclical letters concerning his Church and rite;
4. order his bishops and religious to display and read his decrees and instructions.

He can make visits and promote unity of action [83, 84 and 99]. He can ordain bishops [86], and select the Patriarchal curia
[87], be vigilant over clerics [89] and eparchial bishops [95].

His relationship with the Pope is important [92]. He has special powers in matters touching plural eparchies [100].
