It is also true that our final destiny will provide us with a far
greater reward than any prize on earth. Therefore, our spiritual
journey to Heaven should be heaven for us, if we continue to care for
our soul with the nourishment of the Sacraments and, of course,
prayer. Remember, everything we say or do, must express the love of
God for all. Charity above all else, is the greatest of the virtues, even
though it may sometimes be the most difficult to practice when
confronted with opposition.

I’'ve been blessed to meet a wide range of personalities in one of my
roles within Catholic media, and to share their life experiences. In
discussing matters of faith, one common subject | found in most
testimonials, was that of “being lost and found” leading to an
individual search for a place of refuge, consolation, and hopefully
healing.
