Shepherd’s Corner — UNITY OF THE FAMILY = UNITY OF THE TRINITY

A Dearest Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Today we celebrate Trinity Sunday in our Catholic Church. The Most Holy Trinity presents us
with a mystery that is beyond the understanding of the human mind, a mystery that is
understood in spirit and in truth through prayer, contemplation and Christian living.

St. Patrick gave us the explanation of the shamrock (or clover) — three leaves together on one
stem — so that we could have a mental image to help us focus on the reality of God the Father,
Son and Holy Spirit in one Divine Person. Last week Monsignor Shora explained this unity at
the 9.30am family Mass by bringing three children up to the altar and giving them a sign to
carry; Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

In 15th Century Russia Andrei Rublev painted his famous icon of the Trinity that he offered to the Russian people
during a time of discord and division, calling the people to contemplate, gaze on the icon so that it would lead
them to unity.

As | spoke of several weeks ago in my reflections on the family, a unified family is a replica of the unity of the
Holy Trinity. The communion between a husband and his wife and between parents and their children is the
personification of the Holy Trinity in the family through the operation of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is the
invisible protagonist between each family member. Every step in the journey of a family is taken under the sign
of the Holy Spirit. This Trinitarian love constitutes the very being of God. It is through the Holy Spirit that the
family takes part in the vitality and vigour of the love that transcends from the Holy Trinity.

Where else can this transcendence in love be manifested other than in the Church and the liturgy. Participation
in the Church community, the sacraments and the liturgy will allow our families to associate their communion
with the communion of the Holy Trinity. Therefore, in focusing and reflecting on the importance of each family
member and the role that they play over the last few weeks, my main aim was to help you to understand this
very point: if they can accept the unity of the three persons of the Holy Trinity and understand how each person
as unique as they are work together for the good of humanity, then they too can follow this example and strive
to achieve the same. Allowing the Holy Spirit to work in their lives and perfect their union is the key.

“Bull of Indictiow of the Extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy.” - “MERCIFUL LIKE THE FATHER.”

On the 11th April 2015, Pope Francis announced an Extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy, which
begins on the 8th December 2015.

In His opening line, the Holy Father states: “Jesus Christ is the face of the Father’s mercy.” In |
preparation for this Jubilee, it is important to ask ourselves, as followers and active :
participants in the life and salvation of Christ: “Are we merciful as Jesus Christ and the I
Father are merciful?” It is a difficult question to answer. Most of us would like to think that

we are merciful, but the fundamental part of the question is “like the Father.”

In order to understand true mercy, we must first understand who Christ is and how Christ |
showed this mercy of the Father. When Christ “meets the sinners, the poor, the :
marginalised, the sick, and the suffering” He does not reject them, nor does He judge them. |

' Rather, with a loving gaze and moved by pity, compassion and a deep love for the people of
| God, He reaches out His hand and forgives them. He doesn’t ask them to do anything in return nor does He
iexpect them to do anything for Him. In each of these encounters “everything in Him speaks of mercy.”

:We too are a part of these people. We too are sinners. We too are poor. We too are marginalised, sick and
| suffering. And to us, before others, mercy has been shown. Our sins, through the Sacrament of Baptism and I
‘through the Sacraments of Reconciliation and the Eucharist, have been forgiven. On the Cross, the blood of :
| Christ was poured out for our sake, so that we may be saved. What greater displays of mercy do we still need? |
- Every Sunday, we partake in this sacrificial act of redemption and “we confess the forgiveness of sins,” therefore, :
l'as faithful followers we must then show this mercy to others. I

| How can we be merciful? Pope Francis tells us “in order to be capable of mercy, we must first of all dispose
:ourselves to listen to the Word of God.” Now in order to listen to the Word, we must learn to be silent. Thisisa
| difficult thing to do when we are constantly busy with work, family and other things that seem to occupy our I
‘time. But the question to ask ourselves here is: “Who/What is most important — God or other things?” It is in
llistening deeply to this Word of Life, that we learn to show mercy throu%h forgiveness and through love. It is I
-through this sincere listening to the Word of God, that we are able to call upon Him for help when we are :
| challenged to show mercy. !

Do | NEED TO GO TO CONFESSION EVERY TIME | WANT TO RECEIVE COMMUNION?

. Dear Maronites,

Please note that if you prayerfully attend the Maronite Mass, you receive remission
of sins by that act alone. We seek atonement in the Hoosoye (the incense prayer

. before the first reading). Then, just before the communion service there is an

- absolution: “O Lord, in your grace and abundant mercy ...” That is why when the

- | priest elevates the oblations, he says: “Holy gifts for the holy with perfection, purity
1 and sanctity”. We have been purified and sanctified. This is why when the priest
distributes communion he says: “The Body and Blood of Our Lord Jesus Christ is
given to you for the forgiveness of sins and for eternal life.” Receiving the Eucharist
is @ means of receiving the forgiveness of sins.

Therefore, even if you have not been to confession, you can receive communion. The only exception is for
mortal sins. This is a pretty serious matter. It suffocates grace in the soul. It is a rejection of God with full
knowledge and full consent.

Many priests will tell you that many or even most people who fret that they may have committed a mortal sin
very rarely have. If in doubt, ask a priest. But do not become anxious and fearful, as if God is waiting to see if you
will approach for communion thinking you only have a venial sin, and will then come down on you because it’s
mortal. He doesn’t play games like that. “There is no fear in love. Perfect love casts out fear” (1 John 4:18)
