WILL THE REAL GOD STAND UP SHOWING GRATITUDE TO GOD FOR THE EUCHARIST

How do we envision the coming of God? How would
you depict a Messiah, if you had to describe one?

This Sunday’s Gospel passage describes false images
such as Messiahs who ‘produce great signs and
omens’ (v24) and who live ‘in the wilderness’ or in
‘inner rooms’ (v26). A messiah depicted as doing
extraordinary things and living a different lifestyle.

The Gospel also describes the coming of God as
connected to cataclysmic events such as a darkened
sun and moon, falling stars, coming of angels,
trumpet blowing, power and glory.

So what does it take to awaken us and make us
recognise God among us and Jesus as the Messiah?
God came, born into the world, lived a family life,
and at the age of around thirty spent a short time in
a ministry of preaching, healing and serving. Yet
many couldn’t recognise him as Messiah.

Today we have conjured up heroes according to our
own liking. We have superheroes of amazing power
from superman and batman, to the Avengers and
X-Men. We readily embrace the earth shattering
powers of these attractive superheroes while the of
God love is left behind, forgotten in a world that
wants cataclysmic happenings without the demands
of forgiveness and service.

In fact both the Gospel passage and
the Epistle are quite challenging both speaking of the coming of God and eternal life. We are faced with the
contrast of victory and defeat. Victory when we set our minds on the heavenly things and defeat when we set

our minds on the earthly things!

As we reflect on the Holy Cross which has been and still is the sign of victory, as opposed to a sign of punishment,

humiliation, pain and suffering, we come to know that with Jesus everything has changed. The

rst becomes last

and the last becomes first! Nothing is defeated with Him! The sign of death becomes a sign of salvation because
of him. Unfortunately, our human nature focuses on vanity, material wealth, selfishness, pride and hierarchy;
however, with Jesus we draw our wealth from his Cross in a spirit of selflessness, humility, sacrifice, service and

simplicity.

Saint Paul tells us in his letter, do as | do, and look at those who are walking like us in a spirit of selflessness and
acceptance of suffering for the love of Jesus Christ in the same way that he did for the love of his Father in
heaven. We should not be like those who are concerned only about their belly and their own glory in the matters
that pertain to this world because it is so easy for us to be consumed by the earthly. Rather, we need to do as
Saint Paul tells us and in turn we too become examples to others, leading the way and truly earning our heavenly

citizenship.

Our Lady was and continues to be a shining_ example of someone who through the history of salvation has earnt
her citizenship into heaven, body and soul. Through her example and prayers, she continually guides us to

heaven. As we celebrate this Sunday the Feast of the Holy Rosary and devote the month of

Article of the Week
THE HOLY ROSARY

"To recite the rosary is nothing other than to contemplate with Mary the face of Christ."
Pope Saint John Paul
There are differing views on the history of the Rosary, and its exact origin as a prayer is
subject to debate among scholars.

Prayers with beads like the Rosary may have begun as a practice by the laity to imitate
the Christian monasticism of the Liturgy of the Hours, during the course of which the
monks prayed the 150 Psalms daily. As many of the laity and even lay monastics could
not read, they substituted 150 repetitions of the Our Father for the Psalms, sometimes
using a cord with knots on it to keep an accurate count.

According to tradition, the Rosary was given to Saint Dominic in an apparition by the

Blessed Virgin Mary in the year 1214 in the church of Prouille. This Marian apparition
received the title of Our Lady of the Rosary.

In the 15th century Blessed Alain de la Roche, who was a learned Dominican priest and
theologian, is said to have received a vision from Jesus about the urgency of reinstating the Rosary as a form of
prayer. Before his death in 1475 he reinstituted the Rosary in many countries and established many Rosary
Confraternities. The practice of meditation during the praying of repeated Hail Marys was started in Germany by
the Carthusian monk Dominic of Prussia who died in 1461.

In 1571 Pope Pius V called for all of Europe to pray the Rosary for victory at the Battle of Lepanto. The Christian
victory at Lepanto was at first celebrated as the feast of "Our Lady of Victory" on October 7, but was later
renamed the Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary. In 1569, Pope Pius V officially established the devotion to the
Rosary in the Catholic Church.

From the 16th to the early 20th century, the structure of the Rosary remained essentially unchanged. There were
15 mysteries, one for each of the 15 decades, with the addition of the Fatima Prayer at the end of each decade.
Pope Saint John Paul placed the Rosary at the very centre of Christian spirituality, and in 2002 he instituted five
new Luminous Mysteries, emphasizing that the Rosary helps believers come closer to Christ by contemplating
Christ through the Mysteries. United with Mary's own prayer in the presence of God, we call upon her
intercession to pray with us and for us through this devotion.
