The Servant’s Word Are You Ready?

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In order to fully understand this parable that our Lord equips us with this week, we need
to look back to the three verses that come before it. In Matthew 24:42, our Lord tells his
disciples to “stay awake” because you do not know the day when your master is coming.
Before he proceeds with the parable of the faithful and wise slave, he goes on to tell
them “to stand ready because the Son of man is coming at an hour you do not expect.” !
As with all the readings during this Glorious Season of the Cross, today’s Gospel also i
points to the eschatological dimension of our faith, the end of the world and the second :
coming of the Lord.

Today, many people think that the end of the world is close and at hand. They live their lives concerned about the end of
the world. Every time something tragic takes place, such as wars, famines, terrorist attacks, they say “this is the end of the
world”. Every time something takes place in society which is contrary to their ideals and beliefs, they say “the end of the
world has come.” The truth of the matter is that regardless of what is taking place in the world, nobody knows when the
end will come except for the Father. In fact, Saint Mark in his Gospel tells us “But as for that day or hour, nobody knows it,
neither the angels in heaven, nor the Son, no one but the Father!” (Mk 13, 32). The question at hand shouldn’t be when or
how. The question should be “are you ready?” for the when and for the how. The example of the master and the slave is
very important in this context. Each one of us has a responsibility to be good stewards of the gifts that God has given us.
How we behave and the choices that we make in life truly matter and reflect on our character and level of growth.
Regardless of whether our “Master” is present or not, we should act with responsibility and be trustworthy “servants”.

Further to this, our work in the Church should not be dependent on the person of the priest. For example, if | get on well
with a particular priest, this doesn’t mean that when that priest is away | stop working and carrying out my duties in the
service of the Church. Here, the question arises, am | serving the Church, the body of Christ or the person of the priest?

postolic Letter: Rosarium Virginis Mariae

The Rosary of the Virgin Mary, which gradually took form in the second millennium under the guidance of
the Spirit of God, is a prayer loved by countless Saints and encouraged by the Magisterium. Simple yet
profound, it still remains, at the dawn of this third millennium, a prayer of great significance, destined to
bring forth a harvest of holiness. It blends easily into the spiritual journey of the Christian life, which, after
two thousand years, has lost none of the freshness of its beginnings and feels drawn by the Spirit of God to
“set out into the deep” (duc in altum!) in order once more to proclaim, and even cry out, before the world
that Jesus Christ is Lord and Saviour, “the way, and the truth and the life” (Jn 14:6), “the goal of human
history and the point on which the desires of history and civilization turn”. The Rosary, though clearly
Marian in character, is at heart a Christocentric prayer. In the sobriety of its elements, it has all the depth of
the Gospel message in its entirety, of which it can be said to be a compendium. It is an echo of the prayer of
Mary, her perennial Magnificat for the work of the redemptive Incarnation which began in her virginal |}
womb. With the Rosary, the Christian people sit at the school of Mary and are led to contemplate the
beauty on the face of Christ and to experience the depths of His love. Through the Rosary the faithful
receive abundant graces, as though from the very hands of the Mother of the Redeemer.

The Rosary, precisely because it starts with Mary's own experience, is an exquisitely contemplative prayer.
Without this contemplative dimension, it would lose its meaning, as Pope Paul VI clearly pointed out: “Without contemplation, the
Rosary is a body without a soul, and its recitation runs the risk of becoming a mechanical repetition of formulas, in violation of the
admonition of Christ: 'In praying do not heap up empty phrases as the Gentiles do; for they think they will be heard for their many
words' (Mt6:7). By its nature the recitation of the Rosary calls for a quiet rhythm and a lingering pace, helping the individual to meditate
on the mysteries of the Lord's life as seen through the eyes of her who was closest to the Lord. In this way the unfathomable riches of
these mysteries are disclosed”. It is worth pausing to consider this profound insight of Paul VI, in order to bring out certain aspects of
the Rosary which show that it is really a form of Christocentric contemplation.

Pear brothers and sisters! A prayer so easy and yet so rich truly deserves to be rediscovered by the Christian community. Let us do so,
especially this month. | turn particularly to you, my dear Brother Bishops, priests and deacons, and to you, pastoral agents in your
different ministries: through your own personal experience of the beauty of the Rosary, may you come to promote it with conviction.
