give me clothing, sick and in prison and you did not
visit me.’

Then they also will answer, ‘Lord, when was it that
we saw you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked
or sick or in prison, and did not take care of you?’
Then he will answer them, ‘Truly | tell you, just as
you did not do it to one of the least of these, you did
not do it to me.” And these will go away into eternal
punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.”

Christ the King

Christ Himself speaks of His Own
kingly authority [see link for Bible
Citations]: in His last discourse,
speaking of the rewards and
punishments that will be the eternal
lot of the just and the damned; in His
reply to the Roman magistrate, who
asked Him publicly whether He were a
king or not; after His resurrection,
when giving to His Apostles the mis-
sion of teaching and Baptizing all na-
tions, He took the opportunity to call Himself king, confirming the
title publicly, and solemnly proclaimed that all power was given
Him in Heaven and on earth. These words can only be taken to
indicate the greatness of his power, the infinite extent of His
kingdom. What wonder, then, that He Whom St. John calls the
"prince of the kings of the earth" appears in the Apostle's vision of
the future as He Who "hath on His garment and on His thigh
written 'King of kings and Lord of lords!"." It is Christ Whom the
Father "has appointed heir of all things"; "for He must reign until at
the end of the world He hath put all his enemies under the feet of
God and the Father."

It was surely right, then, in view of the common teaching of the
sacred books, that the Catholic Church, which is the
kingdom of Christ on earth, destined to be spread among all men
and all nations, should with every token of veneration salute her
Author and Founder in her annual liturgy as King and Lord, and as
King of Kings. And, in fact, she used these titles, giving expression
with wonderful variety of language to one and the same concept,
both in ancient psalmody and in the Sacramentaries.

Pope Francis Warns The Devil Is Real As Halloween Approaches

s excitement for Halloween builds, Pope Francis warned that the Devil is real and must
be fought ardently during his homily at the Vatican. “In this generation, like so many

others, people have been led to believe that the devil is a myth, a figure, an idea, the idea
of evil. But the devil exists and we must fight against him by putting the armour of God |
which protects us and helps us to resist the temptations of the Devil” the Pope said.

Pope Francis said that a Christian life requires both strength and courage, and needs to
be defended because it is a constant battle with the devil, who tempts with worldly

attractions, the passions and our flesh.

f1e said no one can think of a Christian life “without resisting temptation, without a fight
against the Devil, without wearing this armor of God, who gives us strength and protects
us.” His homily comes the day before Halloween, which marks the satanic new year for
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followers of the occult. Concern over this led more than 300 priests trained to perform
exorcisms to hold a conference in Rome this past weekend. The pope endorsed their battle against “the Devil’s works.”

The Bishop of Rome pointed out how there are many in the current generation who no longer believe in the devil, but

rather think of him as “a myth, a figure, an idea, the idea of evi

However the devil does exist and we must constantly be

on guard, he said, noting how “Paul tells us this, it'’s not me saying it! The Word of God is telling us this. But we’re not all
convinced of this.” Like Saint Paul says, our faith in God is a shield to defend ourselves against Satan, who “doesn’t throw
flowers at us (but) burning arrows” intended to kill, the pontiff explained.

“lsife is a military endeavour. Christian life is a battle, a beautiful battle, because when God emerges victorious in every step
of our life, this gives us joy, a great happiness,” the Pope continued, saying that our joy lies in the fact that it is the Lord
who is the victor within us, giving us the free gift of salvation. However, Pope Francis also cautioned that “we’re all a bit
lazy, aren’t we, in this battle and we allow ourselves to get carried away by our passions, by various temptations.”

image and likeness and redeemed by the precious blood of Jesus who died for their salvation. Perhaps if

seeing Jesus in others meant this, we could in fact see Him in the unlovable and therefore find a way to hate
the sin and not the sinner. Seeing Jesus in others means we look for the goodness in others even when it is
difficult because the person seems to do no good. The goodness we look for is by the very fact that they

were created by God who is Goodness itself and who wills for all to be saved.
