Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

fter the Feast of the Pentecost, the Maronite Church celebrates the Feast of the Most Holy Trinity, the
Divine Holy Family with one essence, intimately united in an undivided union, the One and Only God who
created us, saved us and gave us life.

In his letter to the Romans, Paul the apostle highlights the salvation and mercy delivered to all nations
through the merits of the Divine Son. In his Gospel, Saint Matthew offers us the only passage in the bible in
which the Most Holy Trinity — the Father, Son and the Holy Spirit — is clearly mentioned.

The Most Holy Trinity is a truth of faith which cannot be grasped by our human logic, but can be attained
through faith when our heart is tuned to the inspirations of the Holy Spirit.

The feast of the Trinity has a theological importance which carries the meaning of enlightenment. It illuminates the journey of the
Trinitarian salvation as the history is Trinitarian, the providence Trinitarian and God’s intervention in time is Trinitarian, since God is
Trinity; One God in Three Persons.

Year of Maronite Spirituality -

Pearly beloved,

On the first Sunday after Pentecost, according to the Syriac Antiochian Maronite liturgical calendar, we
celebrate the feast of the Holy Trinity. In the name of the Trinity: Father, Son and Holy Spirit, we begin
every day, every prayer and every task, and all our work on earth should be aimed for His glory. The
Church, through the eleven apostles, received from Christ the three-fold mission of teaching, sanctifying
and governing the people of God, to carry out in the name of the Holy Trinity. From Christ, the Church
draws strength, steadfastness and hope, in all circumstances, especially during difficult times. And only
through Christ, the mission of the Church can be successful, according to His promise: "Behold, | am with
you until the end of the world" (Matt 28:20).

Year of Maronite Spirituality - St Charbel

daint Charbel was born in a Maronite Catholic family, in the year 1828. Charbel is the religious name that Youssef
Antoun Makhloof chose for himself later when he joined the Lebanese Maronite Religious Order. Charbel, which
means in Aramaic “God’s story”, is the name of a Lebanese Christian martyr from the second century A.D.

Youssef was the youngest of five children born to Antoun Zaarour Makhloof and Brigitta Elias al-Shedyaq. On May
16th, 1828, at the age of 8 days, he got baptized in his parish Church. His father Antoun was forced to work for
the Ottomans. Away from his young family and home, and under the harsh forced work of the Turks, Antoun got
sick and died. His family never had the privilege to pay him last respects. At a very early age, Youssef had to assist in
supporting his family, and often he was in charge of shepherding a few goats and sheep in the prairies surrounding
Bekaa Kafra. There in the serenity and tranquilily of nature, he would entrust his little flock to Mary Mother of God,
and enjoy spending hours in a natural cave, where he kept her icon, in prayer and meditation.

lsater, Youssef, at the age of 23, will join the Monastic Maronite Lebanese Order (1851), but chose to be in a different far-away =~ mon-
astery, Saint Maroun, Annaya. Charbel, the new name that Youssef adopted signifies the young man’s desire to follow in the footprints
of the early martyrs of the Antiochene Syrian Church, and his desire to die from the world and start a new life in Jesus, a life centered
on community prayer and handwork. His decision of joining the monastic life went not without oppositions from his uncle and guardian
Tanious, who wanted Youssef to continue working with him and his mother who wanted him to marry the young woman who loved
him.

In his new family, the Maronite Lebanese Order, Charbel strived to serve his Maronite Mother Church. He spent two years in
the novitiate where he was initiated in the monastic traditions and learned how to seek and love Christ in his community. After that
Charbel went through six years of theological education that were crowned by his ordination to the sacred priesthood, by the laying of
the hands of the Maronite Patriarch in July 23rd, 1859.

s a priest he returned to serve in the monastery of Saint Maroun, Annaya, for the next 16 years. On February 15th, 1875, Charbel was

permitted to join the hermitage of Saints Paul and Peter in Annaya, where for years, he longed to totally consecrate his life to Jesus
under the austere rules of the monastic life.
