He was the fascinated lover of the divine love, very fond
of God. His love was like a delicious and pure wine, from which he drank until he became “drunk in God”! Because he was “drunk in
God”, no one ever heard him complaining about anything, leading rather a life of quietness, content with everything his monastery
would offer him. He is a role model for the human who puts everything in the hands of God.

Recently, | was asked to speak to the OLOL Youth and friends about the life of St Charbel and how we
can live his simplicity in a chaotic and busy world.

As part of the research, | came across the above quote and | was struck with awe because it truly
summarises what it is to be a Maronite. It is often difficult to define, let alone put into words, what being
Maronite means. Yes, we follow St Maroun; our Patriarch is the head of the Maronite Church; we are a
part of the Universal Church; our Liturgical language is Aramaic and Arabic, and the list goes on. To give a
concise, “in a nutshell” answer to the question “What does being Maronite mean?” is difficult.

| present you with a simple, mystery-filled, divine definition — “A Maronite [is one] who works, builds and plants as if they
are celebrating the liturgy. Their whole economy (life) has a sacramental taste and a liturgical savouring.” Re-read this
statement. Reflect on it. Do you find yourself as awe-struck as | was? To be a Maronite means that everything | do should
be done as though | am celebrating the Mass. Everything | do, should be done for the glory of the Most Holy Trinity and the
good of my neighbour. Everything | do, should be done to reflect the grandeur of God and His omnipotence. Everything |
do, should be done so that it is offered to God as an oblation.

To be Maronite means that everything | do, every thought, word or action should be centred on Christ. To be Maronite
means that my whole life, my entire being and my very existence is centred on the Holy Trinity and dependent on them
also. This is what the Maronite Saints lived — a life completely centred on, in and around Christ — and their reward was

eternal life and Sainthood.

Therefore, we must ask ourselves some very important questions: “Are we living this
definition in our lives today?” “Are we being living examples of holiness in our homes, in
our social groups, in our workplaces?” To be a Maronite is a way of life, so let us pray that
our lives reflect Christ and that all who meet us may see Christ in and through us. Amen.
