THE SERVANTS WORD

Dearest brothers and sisters in Christ,

In this week’s Gospel, the word love appears 7 times. Jesus
continues His discourse to His disciples on love after giving His
new commandment to love one-another in the same way that He
loves them but this time He goes further to tell them and us that
the Father manifests Himself to all those who observe this
commandment. So how does the Father manifest Himself to us?
Well, this is quite simple and does not need any philosophical
understanding. The Father manifests Himself to us in the way that
we live and practice the love that Jesus speaks about. It is
manifested in our everyday experiences, in our actions and
especially in our reactions. This activation of love in our lives
brings about a profound peace and joy even in times of pain and
suffering. This activation of love comes through the realisation
that both the Father and the Son have come to us and made their
home in us. It is only when this takes place that we can be
instruments of mercy and compassion.

To be tools of mercy and compassion, we need to take the “heart
of Jesus” as a tool and a way in our lives, especially this week
when celebrate on Friday 19 June, the Feast of the Most Sacred
Heart of Jesus. In light of the Bible, the expression “Most Sacred
Heart of Jesus” underlines the full mystery of Christ, His whole
being, His person in its most fundamental manifestation: the Son
of God, Uncreated Wisdom, Infinite Goodness, the foundation of
the salvation and sanctification of humanity. The Most Sacred
Heart is Christ Himself, Word Incarnate, the Saviour in whom
intrinsically dwells, in spirit, an endless divine and human love for
the Father and His brothers and sisters.

Our relationship with the Feast of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus
is rooted in our faith. In 1889, Pope Leon XIlI classified it among
the most prominent feasts and consecrated the whole world the
Sacred Heart of Jesus saying: “by consecrating ourselves to Him
we not only declare our open and free acknowledgment and
acceptance of His authority over us, but we also testify that if
what we offer as a gift were really our own, we would still offer it
with our whole heart. We also beg of Him that He would
vouchsafe to receive it from us, though clearly His own.”

THE INTIMACY OF GOD

The intimacy of God. We are invited into a loving
relationship with God in this Sunday Gospel. A God who can =
calm all our anxieties and grant us inner peace.

We read in the Gospel, ‘my Father will love them, and we !

will come to them and make our home with them’ (v23). !
How intimately close we can be to God. To be as one, to .
dwell in God and God to dwell in us. That is the greatest
invitation but unfortunately we tend to keep our distance. !
Maybe it is because we are ashamed of ourselves or
perhaps we are too comfortable and set in our ways. Yet are !
we really happy? Whether we admit it or not, living without
God in our lives, has less meaning and wonder.

God with us is something much more deeper. If God is with
us, in our heart, our thought, in our conscience and
imagination, we approach life differently. When we allow :
God to come intimately closer there is a deep sense of |
peace and satisfaction in our day to day living.

The Sunday Gospel reads, ‘my peace | givetoyou . ..donot !
let your hearts be troubled, and do not let them be afraid’
(v27). That is the gift of allowing God to draw near to us in
our everyday lives. Amen

MESSAGE FROM THE BISHOP

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

On this third Sunday of the Season of the Pentecost, we
further reflect upon the descent and the role of the Holy
Spirit, in our life and the life of the Church. It is by the power
of the Holy Spirit that we become temples of God, dwellings
of the Holy Trir'T“rty and we live in communion with God and
our neighbours. Communion, Dwelling and Temple, three
words to reflect the'reality of the fruits of our faith.

The first is Communion\\)»gith God and others. “Those who
have my commandmentsand keep them are those who love
me” (Jn 14:21). This iswhat Jesus tells us in today’s Gospel,
revealing that Iove/isf}the key for communion with God and
others. The love of God that is in our heart, is the fruit and
work of the Holy Spirit. The one who has got this love will
keep the/Ldrd’s commandments, as the Lord tell us: “Love
the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul
and” with all your mind.... and love your neighbour as

“yourself” (Matt 22:37-39). This is the perfect summary of the
10 commandments and the teachings of Jesus.

“Fhe second point is becoming the Temple of the Holy Spirit.
By our-baptism, we become temples of the Holy Spirit and
witnesses to the._mission of Jesus Christ. Every newly
baptised is anointed and confirmed by the Holy Spirit
becoming a spiritual temple; full of the presence of the Lord.

THE HOLY SPIRIT

| like to think of the Holy Spirit as a force that moves you. A force that really shakes you up,
like it shook the disciples enough to risk their lives and go out into the world to preach.

| also know that right now, each and every one of us is being challenged. This is a very tough year. %
Bush fires, Coronavirus, shortages of toilet paper and now a call to end racism sweeps the world.

Pope Francis said: ‘We cannot tolerate or turn a blind eye to racism and exclusion in any form and

yet claim to defend the sacredness of every human life.’

When we keep God’s commandments and his teachings,
we do so not because of fear or constraint, but because we
love him. We do not do it by-accident or coincidence; but:
because we are called freely and willingly to love him in
order for his love to come and to touch our hearts, and to
stay in our lives by the power-of the Holy Spirit. '

And the third is becoming the Dwelling of the Holy
Trinity. “Anyone who-loves me will obey my teaching. My
Father will love them, and we will come to them and make .
our home with them” (Jn 14:23). Our obedience to God’s
teaching, is a gateway to become the home where the
Holy Trinity will come and stay. This is the summit of love
between God and man, achieved by the power of the Holy
Spirit. It is the ultimate goal of God, to have us enter into
full communion of love and unity with the Holy Trinity.

God does not only want to dwell within us.-He wants to
shine through us to the world, to reach others through us.-
May the Holy Spirit rekindle this memory and this
knowledge within us, that we may renew our baptismal
promises and make our hearts the dwelling place of the
Trinity.

FEAST OF THE WEEK
Tte Moot Sacred Fearnt of Jesus

The heart has always been seen as the "center" or essence a person ("the heart of the
matter," "you are my heart," "take it to heart," etc.) and the wellspring of our emotional
lives and love ("you break my heart," "my heart sings," etc.) Devotion to the Sacred Heart
of Jesus is devotion to Jesus Christ Himself, but in the particular ways of meditating on his
interior life and on His threefold love -- His divine love, His burning love that fed His
human will, and His sensible love that affects His interior life.

Pope Pius Xll of blessed memory writes on this topic in his 1956 encyclical, Haurietis Aquas
(On Devotion To The Sacred Heart).

The Friday that follows the Second Sunday in Time After Pentecost is the Feast of the Sacred
Heart which brings to mind all the attributes of His Divine Heart mentioned above. Many
Catholics prepare for this Feast by beginning a Novena to the Sacred Heart on the Feast of
Corpus Christi, which is the Thursday of the week before. On the Feast of the Sacred j
Heart itself, we can gain a plenary indulgence by making an Act of Reparation to the Sacred Heart.

From the earliest days of the Church, "Christ's open side and the mystery of blood and water were meditated upon, and the
Church was beheld issuing from the side of Jesus, as Eve came forth from the side of Adam. It is in the eleventh and twelfth
centuries that we find the first unmistakable indications of devotion to the Sacred Heart. Through the wound in the side, the
wound in the Heart was gradually reached, and the wound in the Heart symbolized the wound of love." (Catholic Encyclopedia)

This general devotion arose first in Benedictine and Cistercian monasteries of that time, especially in response to the devotion
of St. Gertrude the Great, but specific devotions became popularized when St. Margaret Mary Alacoque (1647-1690), a
Visitation nun, had a personal revelation involving a series of visions of Christ as she prayed before the Blessed Sacrament. She
wrote, "He disclosed to me the marvels of his Love and the inexplicable secrets of his Sacred Heart." Christ emphasized to her
His love -- and His woundedness caused by Man's indifference to this love.
