Message from the Bishop

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

We have come to the last Sunday of the Season of Pentecost.
St Luke tells us, in this Sunday’s Gospel, about the Lord being
anointed by a sinful woman at the house of Simon the
Pharisee. This passage teaches us not to dwell on the outward
appearance of people and judge them only on their past
behaviour or what we were told about them.

The Pharisee looked down on this woman. For him, she was
impure and not worthy of touching the Lord. But Jesus does
not see her like that, He sees the heart. He sees the distress of
this woman and her shame for what her life had been until
now. He sees that she wants to change and come back to God.
So He forgives, and assures her of salvation so that she may
henceforth live in peace of heart and in fidelity to God.

In doing so, the Lord teaches us two valuable lessons. The first
lesson is that God's mercy can forgive everything, as long as
we sincerely regret it and seek to live in fidelity to His word. No
sin is so great that God cannot forgive it.

Secondly, we too should be merciful towards others, and
grant them the possibility of rebuilding their lives, by
welcoming them as true brothers and sisters. A word of
encouragement or a friendly smile can sometimes help
people turn their lives around.

“Your sins are forgiven”

These are the most beautiful words that any soul could ever
hear, especially a soul that has been stained with the torments
of a sinful life. The Word of God gives us a strong reminder of
the healing power of forgiveness and compassion. The
woman who poured her tears and fragrant oils upon the feet
of Jesus was a prime example of the great mercy of God
toward the contrite of heart. Jesus wanted to express His love
for this repentant sinner through the power of forgiveness,
through the Sacrament of Deliverance and Healing.

In these days when every kind of convenience is found at our
fingertips, and when social media has taken the place of
personal encounters and dialogue, even the family structure
would appear to have lost much more than it has gained.
Instead of calling one another occasionally to say “Hi, how are
you today” we tend to use text messages or social media
platforms, hiding our faces and our emotions from one
another. Smiles become nothing more than emoticons on the
phone, and we forget what it means “to see someone’s heart
through the window of their eyes.” What kind of a society have
we become, when hugs and kisses are replaced with “X” and
(‘O)’?

Our Lord wants to tell us something very important today; a
message especially for all families to ponder upon. A message
of caring and compassion. Do we talk to each other at home
with love and respect? Do we make time to share our day’s
events with one another? Do we smile and show affection to
our siblings, parents, spouses or children? Have we forgotten
what it’s like to play games together, or to just share stories
and laughter while sitting around the kitchen table? These are
simple, yet essential questions to ask ourselves in all honesty.
Jesus was bold and clear when He reminded all present that
those who have been forgiven the most, are the ones who will

love the most. It is very important to show our love for God by
loving our neighbour, as this is the greatest commandment
given to us. At home, our neighbour is there living with us in
the family. Mutual respect and love must be exemplified
through words and actions. Children will learn from what they
see before them. Let us strive to put more effort into all that
we do each day in our journey as one family toward our
Heavenly Home. Let us not forget the healing power of
forgiveness, and never be too proud to say “I'm sorry, please
forgive me” or too proud to say, “I forgive you.” In a loving
family, there is no room for pride, no room for isolation, no
room for neglect. God is Love, and love has been freely given
to us. Let us love as God has loved us and continues to love us.
We are all sinners before God, but in His infinite mercy He
doesn’t look upon our sins but sees our hearts and our
intentions, awaiting our contrite repentance through the holy
Sacrament of Confession. Be not afraid to seek forgiveness -
the more you are forgiven, the more you love.
