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Message from the Bishop

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

With joy, we celebrate this weekend the ordination to the
priesthood of Robert-Pio Albayeh and Joe-Awtel Maroon, who
will serve in our Maronite Eparchy of Australia, New Zealand
and Oceania.

Fathers Albayeh and Maroon have accepted the calling to be
sharers in the work of laying themselves down as a bridge
between heaven and earth, of spreading the Gospel of Good
News to a world which is sorely in need of it.

As priests, Joe-Awtel and Robert-Pio will have the tremendous
privilege of administering to the people of God all the
sacraments, the spiritual food which flows from God and the
Church in an unending stream of grace.

Saying this, | am reminded of the exchange between the Lord
and Saint Peter in the Gospel according to St John (21:15-19),
who tells us that Our Lord asked St Peter if he loves Him three
times. Every time, Saint Peter affirms his love to the Lord.
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Jesus entrusts St Peter with the mission to tend to His sheep,
that is, teaching, guiding, warning, and correcting, for the
shepherd has to watch the sheep, bring them back when they
go astray, and protect them from their enemies.

The third time, as a sign of completion, Jesus asks Peter:
“Simon, son of John, do you love Me?”. On this occasion, Our
Lord uses a different word for “love.” He wished for St Peter to
search his heart. Peter was hurt because the Lord had asked
the question three times. And now St Peter goes further than
he ever had before, replying: “Lord, You know all things; You
know that | love You”. And so Jesus said to him, “Tend My
sheep”, for the Good Shepherd has not only to care for the
bodies and souls of the lambs and the sheep, but also for
those who will come after, the Church as stretching out in
history and across the world. Asking the questions three times
and receiving the same answer three times makes the
promise and the trust which accompanies it complete.

Our Lord then prophesied how St Peter would be put to death,
and by accepting his death with faith, would glorify God. The
reward for those who receive this trust is the Kingdom of
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Heaven. Yet, we know that God sends work and suffering to
those whom He loves greatly, for He allows them to share in
His own suffering, and to test and strengthen their patience.

THE HOLY ROSARY

"To recite the rosary is nothing other than to contemplate with
Mary the face of Christ." Pope Saint John Paul

There are differing views on the history of the Rosary, and its
exact origin as a prayer is subject to debate among scholars.

Prayers with beads like the Rosary may have begun as a
practice by the laity to imitate the Christian monasticism of
the Liturgy of the Hours, during the course of which the monks
prayed the 150 Psalms daily. As many of the laity and even lay
monastics could not read, they substituted 150 repetitions of
the Our Father for the Psalms, sometimes using a cord with
knots on it to keep an accurate count.

According to tradition, the Rosary was given to Saint Dominic
in an apparition by the Blessed Virgin Mary in the year 1214 in
the church of Prouille. This Marian apparition received the
title of Our Lady of the Rosary.

In the 15th century Blessed Alain de la Roche, who was a
learned Dominican priest and theologian, is said to have
received a vision from Jesus about the urgency of reinstating
the Rosary as a form of prayer. Before his death in 1475 he
reinstituted the Rosary in many countries and established
many Rosary Confraternities. The practice of meditation
during the praying of repeated Hail Marys was started in
Germany by the Carthusian monk Dominic of Prussia who
died in 1461.

In 1571 Pope Pius V called for all of Europe to pray the Rosary
for victory at the Battle of Lepanto. The Christian victory at
Lepanto was at first celebrated as the feast of "Our Lady of
Victory" on October 7, but was later renamed the Feast of Our

Lady of the Rosary. In 1569, Pope Pius V officially established
the devotion to the Rosary in the Catholic Church.

From the 16th to the early 20th century, the structure of the
Rosary remained essentially unchanged. There were 15
mysteries, one for each of the 15 decades, with the addition of
the Fatima Prayer at the end of each decade. Pope Saint John
Paul placed the Rosary at the very centre of Christian
spirituality, and in 2002 he instituted five new Luminous
Mysteries, emphasizing that the Rosary helps believers come
closer to Christ by contemplating Christ through the
Mysteries. United with Mary's own prayer in the presence of
God, we call upon her intercession to pray with us and for us
through this devotion.
