Message from the Bishop

Dear Brothers and Sisters,

This Sunday, the Gospel text speaks to us of the uncertainty of
the time of the Lord's coming. If we want Him to find us while
awake, we must beware of distractions, we must always be
prepared. Jesus gives us several examples of this need to be
ready and aware throughout the Gospel and we read several
of them during the Season of the Cross in our Maronite
Church.

But, when the Lord speaks of this “coming”, what is He
referring to? Is this the hour of our death? Is this the end of the
world?

We hear many people speculating about events in the present
day and saying that these are signs of the end of times and
even of the return of Jesus. These are just personal
speculations. No one knows when Christ will return, in the
same way that no one knows when death comes. It is
therefore not that which should worry us, but rather we
should only concern ourselves with whether we are ready or
not.

What do we need to be saved? Believe in God, in His word, and
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live by His commandments.

The Lord’s death and Resurrection offers salvation to all, but it
is a gift that He gives us. We still have to receive this gift, accept
and use it. And it is not only on the last day of our life that we
will have to worry about it, because we do not know the day or
even the time we will die.

We must be prepared for our death or for the Lord’s second
coming. Every day, every hour, every moment, the Lord is
close to our lives. Through inspiration, through the people in
our life, through events that happen around us, the Lord
knocks at our door awaiting us to hear His voice and open the
door, and share a meal with Him (Rev 3:20).

Jesus questions us about the reality of our faith, of our life
with Him. He invites us now to prepare ourselves to meet Him,
that is to say, to live in our hearts today as if this day were the
last. This does not mean planning nothing for the future, or
giving up everything, but being ready to appear before Him
now, if this is His will for us.
